Before you install or update the operating system (you cannot perform an 
upgrade), read this booklet and refer to the appropriate documentation, as 
specified. 

Be sure you understand how to operate your system hardware, including the 
compact disc drive. The optical disc drive owner's manual for each type of drive 
contains instructions for using the disc drive. 

2 Compact Disc Contents

3 Handling the Compact Disc 
The OpenVMS VAX Version 5.5-2H4 compact disc accompanying this booklet is 
enclosed in an antistatic envelope. 

See the optical disc drive owner's manual for information about inserting the 
compact disc. 

4 Updating or Installing 
To determine whether you need to update or install the OpenVMS VAX 
Version 5.5-2H4 operating system, read the following sections and refer to 
the appropriate documentation. 



4.1 Updating the Operating System from the Compact Disc 
You can update directly to Version 5.5-2H4 of the OpenVMS VAX. operating 
system only if your VAX. computer is running Version V5.5-2 of the OpenVMS 
VAX. operating system. (You cannot update from any other version of the 
operating system, including Version A5.5-2.) 

If you are adding a new VAX. computer to an existing cluster, you can update 
directly to Version 5.5-2H4 of the Open VMS VAX. operating system if you perform 
the update on the Version V5.5-2 boot node in the cluster. 

To update to Version 5.5-2H4 of the OpenVMS VAX. operating system, follow 
the instructions in Open VMS VAX version 5.5-2H4 Release Notes and Update 
Procedures. 

Note that the update procedure does not initialize the system disk; that is, it 
leaves layered products and user files intact. 

4.2 Installing the Operating System from the Compact Disc 
You must perform a complete installation (rather than an update) if your system 
meets one of the following conditions: 

Your VAX. computer is new. (However, if you are adding one of these new 
systems to an existing cluster, you do not need to perform an installation if 
you update the Version V5.5-2 boot node in that cluster.) 

Your VAX. computer has never had any version of the OpenVMS VAX. 
operating system running on it. 

Your VAX. computer is running the OpenVMS VAX. operating system and you 
want to destroy the contents of the system disk (both VMS and user files). 

____________ Caution ___________ _ 

The installation procedure erases the system disk while initializing it. 
For this reason, use the installation procedure only if you meet one of the 
previously listed conditions. 

To install the OpenVMS VAX. Version 5.5-2H4 operating system, refer to the 
release notes chapter in Open VMS VAX version 5.5-2H4 Release Notes and 
Update Procedures for important installation information. You will then need the 
VMS version 5.5 Upgrade and Installation Manual and the VMS upgrade and 
installation supplement for your VAX. computer to perform the installation. 

5 Accessing the Documentation

The OpenVMS VAX. Version 5.5-2H4 compact disc contains Open VMS 
documentation in the following two formats: 

Files with the file type .TXT are ASCII files that can be printed or read with 
any text editor. 

Files with the file type .DECW$BOOK are in DECwindows Bookreader 
format. If you have DECwindows software installed, you can read these 
books using Bookreader. For more information about using Bookreader, 
see Section 6 of this booklet and refer to the VMS DECwindows Desktop 
Applications Guide or the VMS DECwindows Motif Applications Guide. 



The documentation for OpenVMS VAX Version 5.5 is stored in the directory 
[DOCUMENTATION.V055]. Table 1 lists the contents of this directory by 
document and file name.

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6 Reading Books on the Compact Disc 
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During an installation or update, the DECwindows software automatically 
creates a library directory for Bookreader on your system disk. This directory, 
called SYS$COMMON:[DECW$BOOK], contains one online documentation file 
and a library file named LIBRARY.DECW$BOOKSHELF. Bookreader uses the 
library file to list the available books. The DECwindows software also defines the 
logical name DECW$BOOK to refer to this directory. 

When you start Bookreader, it translates the logical name DECW$BOOK and 
lists the contents of the library file in SYS$COMMON. To direct Bookreader to 
read the online documentation files from SYS$COMMON and the compact disc, 
you must redefine the logical name DECW$BOOK to be a searchlist that points 
to both locations, as shown in the following example: 

$ DEFINE/SYSTEM DECW$BOOK SYS$COMMON:[DECW$BOOKJ,device: [DOCUMENTATION ... J 

In this example, device is the device name of the compact disc (CD) reader on 
which the compact disc has been mounted. 

Note that you need the SYSNAM privilege to define system logical names. If 
your process does not currently have SYSNAM privilege, the following message is 
displayed: 

%SYSTEM-W-NOTALLPRIV, not all requested privileges authorized 

To invoke SYSNAM privilege for your current process, enter the following 
command: 

$ SET PROCESS/PRIVILEGES=SYSNAM 

If you are not authorized to invoke SYSNAM privilege, request authorization 
from your system manager or ask your system manager to enter the DEFINE 
/SYSTEM command. 

After DECW$BOOK has been properly redefined, start Bookreader using the 
instructions in the VMS DECwindows Desktop Applications Guide or the VMS 
DECwindows Motif Applications Guide. Bookreader displays the contents of each 
directory to which DECW$BOOK now refers. The compact disc must remain in 
the CD reader to read the books on line. You can redefine DECW$BOOK to refer 
to another directory at any time; however, you must restart Bookreader for the 
new logical name to take effect.
