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This lesson covers all of the Schedule menu options not covered in
Lesson Two. In Lesson Two, you used several options from the Schedule
menu: AJd, insert, Move, Modify, and Renum. This lesson discusses
options that allow you to move around the graph, display the current
status of your project, enhance your graph with additional options, and
deal with the costs of your project.

If you are not continuing directly from Lesson Three, bring the Main
menu onto your screen. If the first line in the Program Status area does
not read Memory=Cleared, select Clear.

Make sure the VisiSchedule Example Diskette is in the disk drive
specified in the Prefix option. Press the F1 key to select LOOd. Load the
file named SCROLL.DATA. Proceed to the Schedule menu by selecting
Maodify and Schedule. Your screen should look like Figure 1-20.
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Figure 1-20. SCROLL.DATA Schedule Menu

MOVING THE SCHEDULE GRAPH

For many projects, the Schedule is so long that jobs continue off the
right side of the screen display. Or, you may have more than 17 jobs in a
project. If so, you often want to display a different part of the schedule.
To do so, you can scroll the screen in any direction.

The Schedule display is like a window that views a portion of the total
schedule. Scrolling moves the entire schedule underneath the window in
the direction you specify. In other words, when you scroll left, you move
all the jobs to the left to look further ahead in time in the schedule. When
you scroll up, all the jobs move up so you can see the jobs nearer the

botiom of the job list.

Across the bottom of the Schedule menu are the scrolling instructions:
To scroll, enter a number then U D L R (up, down, left, and right).

Type 2. The bottom line of the menu changes to read U, D, L, & R wiill
scroll 2 units. Now press L. The displayed schedule now begins with day
2, as shown in Figure 1-21. Compare the schedule portion in Figure 1-21

with the same portion in Figure 1-20.

Type 2R. The beginning of the schedule (day 0) is again visible. Move
the schedule up and down in the window to get a feel for it.

You do not have to enter the number to move a single time unit or line.
R moves the schedule one time unit to the right, U, up, and so forth.

Scrolling works only in the main Schedule menu; it does not operate in
the extension menu that is reached by way of the MOre option.

Some of the special keys scroll the schedule a complete “'page” up,
down, left, or right when the Schedule menu is on the screen. Starting
with the graph in its original position, press the F10 key; the schedule
moves left to begin with day 20. Press the F9 key; the first page of the
schedule returns, ending with day 19.

Now, press the PgDn key. The schedule shows you the next page down
the list of jobs. Press the F10 key to see the right-hand page. Press the
PgUp key, then the F9 key to return to the beginning of the schedule.

Practice with the PgUp, PgDn, F9, and F10 keys to get used to the way
they work.

Using the Goto Option

One more way to move the schedule within the window is to move the
cursor to the GO0 option. The GO0 option lets you specify the job with
which you want the schedule display to begin.
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Select GO10. The program asks you to enter a job number. Enter 5. The
lisplay changes so that job 5 is the first job on the list and the time line
segins with the beginning of job 5, as shown in Figure 1-22.

Two more special keys work with the VisiSchedule program: End and
Home. Press the End key. The schedule moves to begin with the last job.
Pressing the End key is equivalent to selecting GOtO and entering the
last job number. The Home key begins the schedule with job 1; try it.

CHANGING A SCHEDULE

If you want to change one of the values you specified for a particular
job in the Job Specification menu, use the Modify option, as discussed in
Lesson Two. To change a schedule after the project has begun, use the
Complete, Slip, or Erase options.

Select Quit twice to return to the Main menu. Press the F1 key to select
Locd. Enter Y in response to the DO you wish to CLEAR memory
prompt. Then, select the EXAMPLE1.DATA file for loading.

Press the F3 key to select Modlify. Then, select SChedule.
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Completing a Job

For you to monitor your project, a schedule must reflect the current
status of a job. The schedule should show the completed work as well as
the scheduled work.

The Complete option lets you indicate which jobs are completed. As
you saw in Table 1-2, a completed job is shown as a series of colons (:::).

Select Complete. The program asks for a job number. Enter 4. The
program issues an error message indicating that it cannot mark job 4
completed because there are prerequisites to job 4 that have not been
completed. You cannot complete a job unless all prerequisites to that job
are completed first.

Select Complete again. Remember, you must press a letter key to
clear the error message before you can continue. This time enter job
number 1. The display asks for the number of workweeks that are com-
pleted. It also tells you that the job duration is three weeks. In this
example, you can show up to three weeks as completed. If you enter a
value greater than the job duration, the program assumes the
job duration.

Type 1, and press «!. For job 1, the program changes the first week of
dashes to colons. Suppose you discover a problem with job 1, and you
find you must start over. You can uncomplete a job by specifying 0 for
the number of weeks. Do that for job 1 now by selecting Complete
again, and entering 1, then 0. If you attempt to complete a job that is
already completed, the program asks if you want to uncomplete it.

Slipping a Schedule

It is not a law of nature that schedule slips must happen, but they do
occur. The VisiSchedule program provides an option that adjusts the
schedule for a project slip.

Identify all completed work before indicating a slip; as you will see, it
has an effect on the project completion date. Before beginning, mark job
1 as completed, job 2 as having 2 weeks completed, and job 3 as having 3
weeks completed. Follow these steps:

Select Complete, enter 1, and enter 3 to mark job 1 as completed.

Select Complete, enter 2, and enter 2 to mark 2 weeks of job 2 as
completed.

Finally, select CoOmplete, enter 3, and enter 3 to mark 3 weeks of job 3
as completed.

Select More; then, select Slip. The program asks what date you want to
slip all jobs to. Enter 4, for week 4.

As Figure 1-24 shows, the uncompleted portions of jobs 2 and 3 have
slipped to week 4. The remainder of job 2 is now on the critical path. All
following jobs were adjusted accordingly. The project completion date is
now week 17. It had been week 16 before the slip.

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To change the schedule back, select Slio and enter 0.

If you had not indicated what work was completed, the project would
have slipped to week 19. Uncomplete jobs 1, 2, and 3. Then, slip
the schedule to week 4 to see how important it is that the schedule be
up-to-date.

Return the schedule to its original condition by selecting Slio and
entering 0.

Erasing a Job

After entering all the jobs in a project, you may need to remove one or
more of them from the list as the project’s requirements change. Job 3 is
just such a job you may wish to erase.

Recall that the Del key selects the Delete option when the Main menu
is on the screen. When the Schedule menu is on the screen, the Del key
selects the Erase option.

Select QuIt to return to the main Schedule menu. Then, press the Del
key to select Erase. Enter 3. The schedule shifts as shown in Figure 1-25.

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When you erase a job, the program takes the erased job’s prerequisites
and assigns them to the job’s successors. In the example above, jobs 4
and 5 now have job 2 as a prerequisite. Job 2 had been a prerequisite of
job 3, which you erased.

Figure 1-26 explains how the program handles prerequisites atter a job
is erased. As with prerequisites for the Add and Insert options, the figure
illustrates the prerequisites that the program automatically assigns. You
can always change prerequisites with the Prereq option if the
automatically assigned job numbers are incorrect for your project.

As with other options, you can cancel the ErQse option by pressing the
Esc key instead of a job number.

DISPLAYING INFORMATION

The Highlite and Display options let you display prerequisites and suc-
cessors, and costs, respectively. The Mileston option displays significant
dates in the Tabular Job Report described in Lesson Five.

Highlighting

It is not always obvious from the VisiSchedule display which jobs are
prerequisites or successors to a given job. You can display this informa-
tion for a single job at a time with the Highlite option.
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Select More to reach the Schedule menu extension. Then, select
Highlite. The program asks for a job number. Enter 4. The program
highlights the names of jobs 1, 2, 4, 6, and 7, and the number of job 4 as
shown in Figure 1-27.

The program highlights both the number and name of the job you
selected. It also highlights the names, but not the numbers, of the pre-
requisites and successors. While you can see no visual difference bet-
ween prerequisites and successors, it should be obvious which are which
by glancing at the time line. The program does not require it, but jobs
are usually listed in time sequence from the top to the bottom of the list.

Select Highlite again, and enter 0 instead of a job number to turn off
the highlighting.

Displaying Costs

The Display option lets you display a line of manpower or cost informa-
tion across the bottom of the schedule display, above the menu.

Select Display. The program replaces the Schedule menu extension
with the Display menu as shown in Figure 1-28.

Select Manpower. The program asks you to enter the skill level. Your
options are a single skill level or the total of all skill levels. Type 1, for
skill category #l (operating engineers), and press . The program
displays the weekly requirements for operating engineers as shown in
Figure 1-29. The numbers are staggered to allow room for larger
numbers for each time unit.

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You can display a single skill level by entering the skill level number.
If you enter 0, the program displays the total of all skill levels specified
for each time unit.

The Salary and Cosis options display the manpower costs and the
direct costs as shown in Figures 1-30 and 1-31. With the Salory option,
you can display the manpower costs for a single skill level or the total for
all skill levels.

To remove the cost lines from the screen, select the Display option,
and select None.

Setting Milestones

A milestone is a significant event in your project. You can mark the
beginning or end of any job as a milestone. Then, you can choose to sort
the jobs by milestone in the Job Description Report, or you can choose
milestone dates to be one of the columns in the Tabular Job Report. The
reports are described in Lesson Five.

To set a milestone, select the Mileston option. The program first asks

for the job number. Type 5, and press .. It then displays the Milestone
menu as shown in Figure 1-32.

The Milestone menu lets you mark a milestone at the Start or the ENd of
a job. You can cancel a previously marked milestone by selecting None.
You can exit the menu, leaving the milestones as previously set, by selec-
ting QuIt.

For this example, select ENd. In Lesson Five, you will print the Tabular
Job Report and print the project milestones.

EVENLY DISTRIBUTING MANPOWER

The Schedule menu contains two options to help you even out your
manpower needs: Level and Schedule.

The Level option moves the starting dates of noncritical jobs within the
slack time to even out the job responsibilities in a single skill category.
The option levels only one category. When leveling is possible and
multiple skills are used, the leveling of one may adversely affect others.
The option does not change the scheduling of a critical job.

The Schedule option lets you change the starting date of any job in the
project, critical or noncritical. The option warns you that changing
critical jobs or changing noncritical jobs beyond certain limits will atfect
the project completion date.
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Using the Level Option

This example is constructed to show the maximum capability of the
Level option. The result in this example is dramatic; do not expect results
like this every time you use the option. Many projects cannot be leveled.

Return to the Main menu by selecting Quif three times. Select Scve,
and select [New name). Enter EXAMPLES for the file name. You'll use
this file in Lesson Five. Press the F1 key to select LOOd. Respond with Y
when the program asks if you want to clear memory. Load the file named

LEVEL DATA.

Select Modify. Then select Schedule to reach the Schedule menu.
Select More to reach the Schedule menu extension.

Select Display, then Manpower, and enter 1.

You should now have the LEVEL DATA file displayed on the screen with
manpower levels for skill #1, as shown in Figure 1-33.

Select QuIt to return to the main portion of the Schedule menu. Notice
that the number of people needed on any given day varies from 24 to 1.
This project would be easier to manage if there were not such fluctua-
tions. Many of the jobs have considerable slack time, which indicates
that leveling might be possible.

The Level option has no effect on a project that has no slack time. It
affects only those jobs that are not on the critical path.

Select More. Select Level, and enter 1.

The program indicates that it is leveling the project. After a short
period some of the noncritical jobs move within their slack periods.
Finally, the program revises the manpower levels for skill #1. Figure 1-34
shows the leveled schedule.

The changes to the schedule are not permanent. You can return to the
original schedule at any time by selecting L&vel again and entering 0
when the program asks what skill you want to level. When you cancel the
leveling, the program also asks if you want to undo any scheduling. This
question refers to schedule changes made with the ScChedule option,
which is described in the next section.

Select Level again, enter 0, and answer N to the scheduling question.

The schedule is now back as it was when you first loaded it. Leveling
and scheduling can be canceled even after you have put the file on disk.
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Using the Schedule Option

The Schedule option in the main portion of the Schedule menu lets
you change the start date of any job in the project.

Select QUi to return to the main portion of the Schedule menu. Select
Schedule, and enter 1.

The program then asks for a start date in the form of a time period
number. The bottom line prompts: Try between 0 and 7. This means
that any start date in the range 0 through 7 does not affect the project
completion date.

Enter 1. Notice that job 1 now starts on day 1 instead of day 0. Also the
manpower required on day 0 dropped from 22 to 13, and the manpower
for day 5 jumped from 10 to 19.

Select Schedule again, and enter 5.

Job 5 is a critical path job as noted on the bottom line of the prompt. As
the prompt indicates, you should enter a 0 to avoid delays in the project.
Changing the start date of a critical path job changes the project comple-
tion date.

Enter 3, and watch the schedule change. Jobs 4 and 5, which were
previously critical, are now noncritical. The completion date was day 11
and is now day 12.

Select Schedule again, enter 5, and enter 0. Job 5 returns to its
original state, starting on day 2. Do the same for job 1; that is, enter 0
after entering job 1. The schedule is now back to its original state.

As mentioned earlier, you can cancel all modifications made with the

Schedule option by selecting the Level option, entering a skill number
of 0, and entering Y when asked if you want to cancel scheduling.

Lesson Five shows you how to set up your printer, and how to create
and print the VisiSchedule reports. The program produces four reports:

¢ The Project Description Report includes a general description of the
project, the skills needed, the time allotted and used, and the costs
predicted.

¢ The Job Description Report lists the characteristics of each job, such
as the duration, the start and end dates, and the costs.

¢ The Tabular Job Report can list any set of job characteristics that you
want. You can select the content and the order in which jobs appear.

° The Schedule Graph contains the project’s time line, the manpower
and cost totals, and a legend explaining the schedule.

Before using certain printers, you must use the Hardware Options
menu to specify information about your printer. If you have an IBM 80
CPS Matrix Printer, continue with this lesson. If you have another
printer, refer to Appendix C, Printers, for instructions. Then, return to
this point.
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Begin this lesson at the Main menu. Load the file named
XAMPLE3 .DATA. Press the F4 key to select Prinf. The Printout menu, as
shown in Figure 1-35, appears on your screen.

This lesson covers all the Printout menu options except DIF daiq,
which is covered in Appendix D.

The options in the top line create the reports. SUMMAry creates the
Project Description Report, Lisfing creates the Job Description Report,
Table creates the Tabular Job Report, and Graph generates the
Schedule. The last option on the right, All, generates all four reports. As
usual, the Quit option returns you to the previous menu, the Main menu.

SETTING UP FOR YOUR PRINTER

Before printing your first report, you must describe your printer to the
program.

Select Setup. The program displays the Printer Setup menu as shown
in Figure 1-36.

The top of the page lists the current setup. Most of the values that you
must set are dependent on your printer. Refer to your printer manual for
information. If the manual is not definite about some of the options, print
a short sample report to see if you get what you want.

Each of the printer setup options, except Sefup sequence, has an
initial setting. If you change the settings and exit the program with the
QUIt option in the Main menu, your new settings are recorded on the
VisiSchedule Program Diskette. If you do not exit the program with the
QUUIt option, the program keeps the old settings.

The setup options are listed below:

¢ Filenome specifies where the report data is sent. If you have the IBM
80 CPS Matrix Printer, enter PRINTER. Otherwise, enter either
PRINTER or REMOUT, depending on the responses you made in the
Hardware Options menu.

The Filename can also be a disk file name when you are using the DIF
datd option, or when you want to edit the report with IBM DOS. The
DIF dota option is explained in Appendix D.

If you send a report to a disk file name, it is saved with the suffix TEXT
instead of .DATA. You can then use the WriteDOS option in the Main
menu to convert the file from Pascal to IBM DOS format. Refer to the
WriteDOS option in Part II, The Reference for details.
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Top mar and Bot mar specify the number of blank lines to be left at
the top and bottom of the printed report page. The program specifies
the value of 3 for both options unless you change them.

Width specifies the maximum width of the printer in columns (or
characters). You can set this option to a value that is smaller than the
printer, but you should not set it to a value that is larger than the
printer. The Widih can be any value in the range 79 through 218. If
you do not enter a value, the program uses the initial value, which
is 79.

Length specifies the length of the printed page in lines. The value for
this option depends on the length of the paper you use and the
number of lines-per-inch your printer prints. The Length can be any
value in the range 18 through 255. If you do not change the initial
value, the program uses 66. A device that prints at 6 lines per inch
would use a value of 66 for an 11-inch page.

Sheefts specifies whether you are using single sheets or continuous
form paper. When this option is set to yes, the program stops at the
end of each page so you can put in a new sheet, align your paper, or
tear off the printed page. To use this option, set it to Y.

Formfeed specifies whether your printer accepts form feeds (page
feeds) or only a series of line feeds. If your printer does not accept
form feeds and if this option is set to YES, there will be no page breaks
in your multi-page reports. The program uses NO as the initial value.

Sefup specifies a setup string to make your printer print in special
modes, such as double spaced, compressed, or double strike. Refer
to Table C-3 in Appendix C for setup strings for compressed printing
for various printers.

Because of the number of different printers available for your com-

puter, it is impossible to tell you what your values in the Printer Setup
menu should be. If you are using an IBM 80 CPS Matrix Printer, accept
the initial values for the options.

If you want the IBM 80 CPS Matrix Printer to print in compressed

mode, which prints more characters per inch, enter 15 for the Sefup
option. To return to standard printing mode, enter 18 for the Setup option.
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When the options are correct, select Quit to return to the Printout
menu. Remember that using the Quit option from the Main menu saves
the printer setup information on the VisiSchedule Program Diskette.

PRINTING THE PROJECT DESCRIPTION REPORT

Select Summary. The program asks if you want to preview the report
on the screen. Enter Y. The program displays the directions for preview-
ing at the bottom of the screen. Press any letter key to begin the preview.
From here on, pressing any letter key scrolls the report up one line on the
screen.

You can cancel the previewing and the SUMMQAry option by pressing
the Esc key.

When you scroll to the bottom of the report, the program asks again if
you want to print it. Enter Y. After you align the paper, press any letter
key to begin printing. Figure 1-37 shows the Project Description Report
for the First Street Water Main project.

The report options menu, besides giving you the option of printing the
report, lets you specify which jobs will be included in the report. You can
print a subset of the jobs by entering a job number range and/or skill
category; you can also specify the order in which they are printed.

The current options in effect are listed at the top of the screen. The First
and LOst options let you specify, by job number, the range of jobs to be
included in the report. You can specify the whole project by entering 0
for both options. If you do not specify anything for either, the first
through the last is used. For this report, leave both set to 0, and print the
whole list.

The Skill option lets you specify the skill category that will be included
in the report. You can specify one skill category or all categories. If you
specify a single category, only those jobs using that skill are included in
the report. For this report, leave the option set to 0 (all categories).

These three options can be used together to further limit the number of
items included in the report. For example, if you specify job 5 as the First
job, job 11 as the Last, and skill category 2, the generated report will
contain only those jobs between jobs 5 and 11 that use skill 2.
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The Order option lets you specify the sequence in which the jobs will
be sorted in the report. Figure 1-39 shows the Order option display.
Table 1-6 lists the different sort sequences available through this option.

If you use the Order option along with the First and Last options, be
aware that the sorting specified by the Order option is done first. It is
possible that the First and Last options will eliminate all jobs from the list.
Unless you double check the order, it is advisable not to use Order when
using First and Last and vice versa.

If the scheduled start
date was not set, the value is 0.

Slack time

Sorted by the amount of slack time for a job from 0
(critical jobs) to the maximum.

Slash tag

Sorted in ASCII order (numbers, letters, then
underscores) by the portion of the name following
the slash. Jobs with identical slash tags are ordered

according to the first part of the name (before the
slash).
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After selecting the jobs and skills that you want to include and the
order in which you want them printed, select the Prinf option. Just as it
did when you printed the Project Description Report, the program asks if
you want to preview the report on the screen. If you have any trouble
with the preview process, review the description earlier in this lesson.
When you press the Esc key to stop previewing, you may have to wait
several seconds for it to take effect. Figure 1-40 shows a portion of a
sample Job Description Report.

This section does not discuss the options that were described in the
previous section; they perform the same functions. If you have questions
about Print, First, Last, Skill, or Orcler, refer to the previous section.

Select Headings. The Headings option lets you specify whether the
heading and footing should be printed with the report. The primary pur-
pose of this option is to let you print the report out to a disk file where it
can be used by a program that is designed to handle data in this format.
When using this option, you must specify the disk file name with the
Flencme option in the Setup menu. For this example, enter Y,
indicating that headings are to be printed. Y is the initial setting for
this option.

Select Datfes. The Dates option specifies whether dates in the report
are to be printed in the month/day/year (or day/month/year) format or as
the time period number. For this example, enter Y, indicating that dates
are to be printed in the current date format (either month/day/year or
day/month/year). Y is the initial setting for this option.

The Columns option lets you select the contents of the Tabular Job
Report. Select Columns.
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The program displays a list of the items that you can include in the
report. Figure 1-43 shows the item list display. Table 1-7 lists and
describes the items. To select an item for the report, move the cursor to
the item and press the space bar. The selected item is marked with an
asterisk (*). You can move the cursor with the arrow keys or by typing the
first digit of the number or the first letter of the name. For example, with
the cursor on the top item, you can move to Durction by pressing the 1
key or the D key.

Initially, as you can see from Figure 1-43, the first two items, JOD
number and Job Nome, are already selected. If you do not want one of
them, move the cursor to the item, and press the space bar. The asterisk
is erased, and the item is no longer selected. Usually, you will want one
or both of these items. They identify the job associated with the data that
follows it.

The display also contains the column width needed in the report for
each item. This is to help you design a report that fits your printer. Look
at the bottom line of the status area at the top of the screen. This line tells
you what the current printer width setting is and total column width taken
up by the currently selected items. Always check these numbers before
exiting the option.

For this example, leave JO numier and Jobb Nome selected, and
select Duratfion and Milestones. Make sure an asterisk is in front of all
four items. Next, look at the status area. You selected a total report width
of 57. Since 79 is the minumum printer width, the report will
print correctly.

Press the <l key to accept the column selections. Select Print. You can
preview the report as you did with the last two reports. When you are
satisfied, continue and print the report.

The milestone for job 5 that you set in Lesson Four shows on the list.
Jobs 7 and 9 had Stcrt milestones set in the example file. Job 11 is listed
with the date, but the milestone’s position in the job, STARTED or FIN-

This section does not discuss the options that were discussed in the sec-
tion on printing the Job Description Report. If you have questions about
Print, First, Last, Skill, or Order, refer to that section.

Select Names. The NaOmes option lets you specify whether the job and
skill names are to be printed on each page of the report. You would
specify N for this option if you intended to tape multiple page reports
together, end to end, to lay out the entire schedule in a line. If you wish
to use individual pages, you should specify Y. Subsequent pages without
job names are very difficult to use. Enter Y. If you do not specify a value,
the program prints job names only on the first page of the report.

Select Print. You can preview the report as you did with the previous
reports. When you are satisfied, print the report. Figure 1-45 shows the
sample Schedule. Note that the report contains the full job name rather
than the abbreviated one used in the Schedule menu. It also contains all
the cost and manpower figures. At the bottom is a legend explaining the
symbols used in the schedule.

PRINTING ALL THE REPORTS

The All option prints all four reports. If you want to customize the
reports, you must do it with the individual options before selecting All.
You cannot select different options for each report. For example, if you
select a sequence with the Order option for the Job Description report, it
applies to the Tabular Job Report and the Schedule. This option does not
let you preview the reports; you have the chance to prepare the printer

before the printing begins.

Select Quit in the Printout Menu to return to the Main menu.
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PART II: THE REFERENCE

The Reference is a complete and detailed description of every menu,
»ption, and report of the VisiSchedule program. You can use it to quickly
ind answers to questions you have about the program functions and to
inderstand fully any particular function.

The Reference is organized into three sections: menus, options, and
:eports. The items within each section are alphabetized.

A menu is a four-line area at the bottom of the screen that contains
choices, or options. The Menus section contains the sixteen VisiSchedule
nenus. Refer to the VisiSchedule Menu Flow fold-out (Figure 2-1) to see
10w to reach each menu.

An option is a one- or two-word name that you highlight with the cursor
and select with the ) key. Some options take you to other menus, and
sthers options allow you to enter data. All of the options from all of the
menus are alphabetized in the Options section.

A report is a formatted presentation of a given project. You can create
four reports with the VisiSchedule program: the Project Description
Report, the Job Description Report, the Tabular Job Report, and the
Schedule Graph.

The Display menu lets you select the manpower or cost data that is
displayed at the bottom of the screen under the schedule.

The Display menu is reached by way of the DisplCy option in the
Schedule menu extension.

The Hardware Options menu describes your computer’s memory size
and your printer to the program. You reach the Hardware Options menu
by selecting Harcdlware from the Startup menu.

Use the Memory option to enter the amount of RAM (random access
memory). Use the Printer and Remout options to assign your printer to

The Main menu contains options that control files and memory. You
maintain project files with the Load, Save, Delete, WriteDOS, and Prefix
options. The CleCr option erases the computer memory, and the Format
option prepares disk space for the program to use.

The Modify option takes you to the Modify menu, and the Print option
takes you to the Printout menu. The Quit option exits the program.

When you select Confinue from the Startup menu, you reach the Main
menu. Selecting QUIT from either the Modify or Printout menus also takes
you to the Main menu.
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The Program Status Area

The Program Status area is at the top of the Main menu screen. This
status area contains two pieces of information: whether a project is in
memory, and how many more jobs can be entered into memory.

If the top line reads, Memory=Cleared, no project is in memory. In
this case, ROOM= displays the maximum number of jobs that can be
entered. When Memory =NoOf cleared, Room = displays the number of
jobs that can be added to the project that is currently in memory.

The maximum number of jobs that you can enter for a given project
varies according to the amount of memory. You can enter up to 50 jobs
with 64K of memory, and up to 150 jobs with 96K or more.

The Project Status Area

The Project Status area is in the middle of the screen between the Pro-
gram Status area and the menu. The Project Status displays the title of
the loaded project, its revision number, its disk file name, the prefix,
whether the project has been changed since it was loaded, and its size in
number of jobs.

Title= shows the name you gave to the project in the Tifle option in the
Project Description menu.

Rev= displays the revision number of the project. The value is main-
tained by the program, or you can set the value with the R&V option in the
Project Description menu.

Fle= displays the disk file name of the project most recently in
memory.

Prefix= shows the disk drive being used for the data source or destina-
tion. The program adds a colon to the end of whatever you enter for the
Prefix option.

Changed=Yes indicates that the project in memory has been
changed since it was loaded, or that it has not been saved since it was
created. When you save the file, this line changes to Changed=No.

Size= displays the number of jobs in the current project.
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MILESTONE MENU
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The Milestone menu lets you set and remove project milestones. You
use the Start or ENd options to choose the position in the job that you want
to flag. The NONe option cancels a milestone. The Milestone menu is
reached from the Mileston option of the Schedule menu extension.

When the Milestone menu is first displayed, the cursor indicates the
current milestone setting for the specified job. Milestones do not show in
the printed or displayed schedule, but are listed in the Tabular Job
Report when the Mileston option is selected from the Columns list.
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MODIFY MENU
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The Modify menu is reached by selecting the MOdQify option in the
Main menu. It contains options that channel you to the Project Descrip-
tion menu (Descrio), the Manpower menu (Manpower), the Workweek
menu (Work), and the Schedule menu (Schedule).

The Printer Setup menu contains options to tailor the program to your
particular printer. Select the S&lUpD option in the Printout menu to reach
the Printer Setup menu.

The Filename option specifies the destination for reports: a printer or
a disk file name. If a setup string is required for your printer, you enter it
with the Selup option. The Widin, Lengin, Top mar, and Bot mar
options control the size of the printed page. The Sneefs and Formiceed
options control how the paper is fed into the printer. The Quit option
returns you to the Printout menu.

At the top of the screen, the program display the most recent entries
for the menu options. These entries are saved on the Program Diskette
when you exit the program with the Quit option in the Main menu.
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PRINTOUT MENU
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The Printout menu allows you to preview and print the four
VisiSchedule reports. It is reached by way of the Prinf option in the Main
menu. The program creates reports with the Summary, Listing, Table,
Graph, and All options. The reports and the schedule are described
under “"Reports” later in Part II, The Reference.

The SEefUP option takes you to the Printer Setup menu, where you can
tailor the VisiSchedule program to your specific printer. The DIF dota
option extracts cost and manpower data from a project file for transfer to
another program. Appendix D discusses the DIF format for data transfer.
The QuIf option takes you back to the Main menu.
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION MENU
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The Project Description menu sets criteria that apply to the entire
project. You reach the menu by selecting DesCrip in the Modify menu.

You enter names for the Tifle and Lecder options. You measure the
project in days or weeks with the Time option. You enter the project’s
start date with the Sfart option. The Manpower and CoOst options specity
the units to be used for monetary values. The Critical option controls
whether the critical path is displayed. The most recent value for each of
these options is displayed on the screen.

The Rev option controls the revision number of the project. It shows on
each report and in the Project Status area of the Main menu. The revision

number increases by one each time you save the project unless you set it
for another value with the Rev option.

The QU option returns you to the Modify menu.

The Report Options menu lets you specify the information to be
included in each report. The menu is reached by selecting the Listing,
Table, Graph, or DIF dOto options in the Printout menu. The options in
the Report Options menu vary according to which of the reports you are
formatting. Table 2-1 shows which options apply to which reports. When
an option is set in one report, it is set for all reports that use it.

In all versions of the Report Options menu, the Quil option takes you
back to the Printout menu.

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SCHEDULE MENU
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The Schedule menu contains options for manipulating the jobs in the
schedule. You use this menu more often than any other in the program.
The menu is reached by selecting SChedule from the Modify menu.

You use the Add, Insert, Move, Frase and Modify options for entering
or changing jobs. The Complete option marks the finished portions of
jobs. The Schedule, Level, and SliO options change the start dates of
jobs. The Display and Highlite options display information on the screen.
You use the Renum option to renumber jobs to numerical order. The
Mileston option marks either the start or end of a job as a project
milestone.

The Schedule menu contains too many options to fit in the normal
menu display area. An extension menu is reached by selecting the More
option. You return to the main portion through the QUIl option in the
extension menu.

At the top of the Schedule menu screen is the time line. It assigns a
time unit number to each day or week of the schedule. As you enter new
jobs or make changes to existing jobs, they are displayed under the time
line.
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If the project schedule is too long to fit on the screen, you can display
the rest of the schedule in several ways. With the Schedule menu on the
screen, type a number and U, D, L, or R to move the schedule in any
direction up to 9999 units. The schedule moves within the window of the
screen in the direction you specify. If the beginning of the schedule is
displayed, for instance, you can scroll the schedule up, not down. Press-
ing the F9 key is equivalent to typing 20R to scroll the schedule 20 units
to the right. Pressing F10 is the same as typing 20L.

The PgUp key displays the previous page of jobs. It is equivalent to
typing 17D. Press the PgDn key to see the next page of the project, which
is the same as typing 17U.

The Quit option returns you to the Modify menu.

From the Startup menu you set options that pertain to the whole pro-
gram. You set the current date (Today), the name to be printed on
reports (Reporter), the format for dates (Dates), and the currency
symbol (Currency). The Hardware option takes you to the Hardware
Options menu where you enter values that pertain to your computer'’s
memory size and to your printer.
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Each time you load the program, the Startup menu appears on the
screen. You use the Confinue option to go to the Main menu, or the Quit
option to exit the program. After you continue out of the Startup menu,
you exit the program by way of the Main menu. The only way back to the
Startup menu is by reloading the program.

The program version number and the program diskette serial number
are displayed at the top of the screen. The most recent option settings are
displayed in the middle of the screen.

The Workweek menu controls days or weeks off within the project. You
reach the menu with the WOrk option in the Modify menu. The Normal
option specifies which days of each week will be working days, and the
Days option contains the list of special days off. These options can be
used only if you entered Days for the TiIMe option in the Project Descrip-
tion menu. The Weeks option contains the list of weeks off.

The schedule time line reflects the days or weeks off that you establish
through the Workweek menu. The Quil option returns you to the Modify
menu.
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OPTIONS

Accept —Job Specification Menu

The ACCeED! option enters into the Schedule Graph the changes you
made with the other options in the Job Specification menu. The project
schedule does not change until you select the ACCept option. You can
cancel the additions or changes by selecting the Cancel option. The
Accept and Cancel options return you to the Schedule menu.

Add —Schedule Menu

The AJd option lets you add a job to the job list. The option takes you
to the Job Location menu, where you specify the new job’s location in the
schedule.

This option does not affect the scheduling of any other job in the proj-
ect; it simply adds a job to the list and sets its prerequisites according to
whether it is added before or after another job.

Compare AJd with the Insert option. The INsert option inserts a job
into the job sequence and affects the scheduling of later jobs in the
sequence. Be sure you use the correct option when adding (or inserting)
a job. Figure 2-2 shows the relationship between the two options.

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The ACIC option first displays the Job Location menu. With this menu,
you select a job number and specify whether the new job is to be located
before or after it.

Adding a job establishes the prerequisites in one of two ways:

¢ If you add job 3 after job X, job 3's prerequisite is job X.

* If you add job 3 before job X, job 3's prerequisites are the same as job
X's prerequisites.

Figure 2-3 shows the difference between the initial prerequisite values
when Before or Afier are used. Remember that you can always manually
change prerequisites by selecting Modify and changing the Prereq
option.

After the job location is determined, the program displays the Job

Specification menu. From this menu, you enter the job name, duration,
prerequisites, earliest start date, direct cost, skills used, and deadline.
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If you have just erased a job, the values for the options in the Job
Specification menu are unchanged when you add or insert the next job.
So, instead of moving a job, you can erase it, then add or insert it at the
new location to have the prerequisites automatically assigned.

After —Job Location Menu

The Affer option places the selected job after the target location. The
JOb option specifies the target location. Refer to the AdJd and Insert
options for information on prerequisites.

All —Printout Menu

The All option prints three reports and the Schedule Graph. With this
option you cannot preview the reports. Because the All option bypasses
the Report Options menu, you cannot define any new limits for the
reports, such as first job and last job. The program uses the limits that
were last defined for single reports. To make any changes, select the
individual reports and set the limits. The limits that are shared between
reports can have only one setting.

Baudrate — Com Port Menu

The Baudrote option requires a value to correspond with the setting

on your serial printer. You can enter 110, 150, 300, 600, 1200, 2400,
4800, or 9600. The baud rate is the speed that your printer reads data.
Refer to Appendix C, Printers for values that have been successfully
tested with various serial printers.

Before —Job Location Menu

The Before option places the selected job before the target location.
The JOD option specifies the target location. Refer to the AJd and Insert
options for information on prerequisites.
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Bot mar —Printer Setup Menu

The BOt Mar option sets the number of blank lines at the bottom of each
report page. If you do not specily a number, the program uses 3. The
bottom margin must be a number between 0 and the page length minus
the top margin, minus 12. For example, if the top margin is 3 and the
length is 66, the maximum bottom margin is 51 (66-3-12).

The program places the page number, if any, on the line above the
bottom margin.

Cancel — Job Specification Menu

The Cancel option returns you to the Schedule menu without adding,
inserting, or modifying a job.

Clear — Main Menu

The CleCr option erases the project file from memory. If the project
was modified, the program asks if you are sure you want to clear
memory. If you enter Y, the project, including the changes you made, is
erased. Responding N cancels the Cledr option. You must clear memory
before entering a new project.

Columns —Report Options Menu

The Columns option lets you choose the items to be included in the
Tabular Job Report. If you make no choice, the program includes the job
number and the job name.

This option displays a list of all the items you can include in the report
and the number of character spaces they require. Table 2-2 lists the
items and their sizes with a description of each one.

The top of the screen shows the maximum report width that is set and
totals the amount of space your selections will use. You should not select
options that require more space than the current printer width. You can
change the width with the Widih option in the Printer Setup menu.

COMI1 or COM2 —Hardware Options Menu

The COM1 or COM2 options take you to the Com Port menu. In that
menu, you set options to correspond to settings on a serial printer. Refer
to Appendix C, Printers for printer settings.

Complete — Schedule Menu

The Complete option marks all or part of a job as completed. A com-
pleted job is shown with colons.

You cannot complete a job unless you mark its prerequisites as com-
pleted, you use the MOQify option to change the prerequisites.

The Complete option first prompts for a job number, then for the
number of weeks (or days) of work that are completed. The display also
‘shows the job’s duration. You can enter any value less than the duration
to mark a job as partially completed. If you enter a value greater than the
duration, the program uses the duration value, and the job is marked
as completed.

If you select a job that is completed, the Complete option gives you
the opportunity to uncomplete it. Enter Y to remove the colons that mark
the job as completed. You cannot uncomplete a job that is a prerequisite
for a job that is also completed; you must uncomplete the successor first.

If you want to change the duration of a completed job, you must first

uncomplete the job. The program will not allow you to modify a com-
pleted job.
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Continue — Startup Menu

The Contfinue option takes you to the Main menu. You can return to
the Startup menu only by reloading the program, so Confinue accepts
your settings for the following options:

e Today—date to show on reports.

e Reporter—name to show on reports.

e Dales—MM/DD/YY or DD/MM/YY format for data entry and reports.

¢ Currency—symbol to precede monetary figures throughout the
program.

¢ Hordwdare—settings for your memory size and printer.

Cost—Job Specification Menu

The COst option contains the direct cost associated with a job. The
prompt specifies whether the cost is to be entered in dollars ($),
thousands of dollars (K$), or millions of dollars (M$), as you defined in
the Cost option of the Project Description menu.

Cost — Project Description Menu

The Cost option defines the value of one monetary unit for direct costs.
Direct costs are defined as any costs other than for manpower. In the rest
of the program, you can enter up to four non-negative integers for direct
costs. Setting this option correctly enables you to enter the proper values
later. You can choose one of three units:

* $ (units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999 in increments of 1 unit.

¢ K$ (thousands of units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999,000 in incre-
ments of 1,000 units.

® M$ (millions of units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999,000,000 in incre-
ments of 1,000,000 units.

If you change the direct cost units, the values in the project file are not
changed accordingly; you must change them. For example, if the costs
are currently entered as KS and you have a job with an estimate of
1,000KS ($1,000,000), the estimate becomes 1,000MS ($1,000,000,000)
if you change the COst option to MS. If you make this change, you should
also change the value in the project data to 1MS ($1,000,000).
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Costs —Display Menu

The CoOsts option displays across the bottom of the schedule the total of
all direct job costs for each time period. Direct costs are defined as any
costs other than for manpower. The label for these costs reads Direci cost
and specifies whether the cost units are dollars ($), thousands of dollars
(K$), or millions of dollars (M$).

You can remove the costs by returning to the Display menu and select-
ing NONe or another display option.

Critical — Project Description Menu

The Critical option specifies whether the the critical path will be shown
for this project. Enter Y to show critical path jobs and slack times. Enter-
ing N causes critical and noncritical jobs to be displayed with the same
symbol. This option is initially set to YES.

Currency — Startup Menu

The Currency option sets the symbol that will precede all monetary
values. The program was written in the United States and sets the dollar
sign ($) as the initial value. If you change the currency symbol, the new
symbol replaces $ throughout the program, even in files that were
previously entered and saved on disk.

Databits — Com Port Menu

The Dotabits option requires a value from 5 to 8 to correspond with the
setting on your serial printer. The number of data bits is the number of
bits per character that your printer reads. Refer to Appendix C, Printers,
for values that have been tested successfully with various printers.

Dates —Report Options Menu

The Dates option specifies whether you want dates displayed in the
current format (mm/dd/yy or dd/mm/yy) or as a week or day number.
Enter Y to display full dates, and enter N to display the time-unit number.

Dates —Startup Menu

The Dates option specifies whether dates are to be entered and
displayed in the month/day/year or the day/month/year format. The
initial value is MM/DD/YY. If you change the format, all existing dates
are automatically converted to the selected format.
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Days— Workweek Menu

The DQys option specifies the special nonworking days in the project'’s
schedule. Regular nonworking days such as weekends as specified with
the Normal option are not included in the DQOys option holiday list. You
can use the DOys option only if you set the Time option to Days in the
Project Description menu. The program automatically creates a list of
six holidays.

e New Years Day (January 1)

¢ Memorial Day (last Monday in May)

¢ Independence Day (July 4)

¢ Labor Day (first Monday in September)

¢ Thanksgiving Day (fourth Thursday in November)
¢ Christmas Day (December 25)

The list begins with the first holiday that occurs in the same month as
the date set in the TOJQy option in the Startup menu.

To add a date to this list, enter the date, and press <. To remove a date
from the list, enter the date as shown in the list, and press «J. Pressing «J
alternately adds and removes a given date from the list. Refer to the
Today option later in this section for a description of the different ways to
enter dates.

To exit the DOyS option after the holiday list is correct, press the
Esc key.

Deadline —Job Specification Menu

The Deadline option sets a deadline for a job. A deadline is displayed
on the screen or in a report as a plus sign (+ ). The deadline has no etfect
on scheduling. It is shown on the schedule graph as information only.

The option prompts for a day or week number for the deadline. The
initial value is 0. To remove a deadline, set the day or week number to 0.

Deadlines that occur after the end of a project are not shown on
printed reports. They are shown on the screen in the schedule display.

Delete — Main Menu

The Delete option erases project files from a data disk. With the Main
menu on the screen, select the Delete option with only one keystroke by
pressing the Del key.
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You can select as many files as you want to delete. To mark a file for
deletion, move the cursor to the name, and press the space bar to mark
the name with an asterisk (*). When you press <J, you are given the
opportunity to delete all marked files. Before each file is actually erased
from the disk, you are given one last chance to keep each selected file.
Enter Y to erase the file. N cancels the Delefe option for that file.

If you have more than 16 files on the disk, the [MoOre] option takes you
to the next screen, which shows you the next 16 files. File names ending
with BACK are the second-to-last revised versions of DATA files. If your
disk is full, you may want to delete some of the backup copies of your files
to make room for other files.

Descrip — Modity Menu

The Descrip option takes you to the Project Description menu where
you enter options that apply to the whole project. The program displays
the entries for these options at the top of the screen:

e The 1- to 30-character project title (Title).

e The 1- to 24-character project leader’s name (Lecder).
e The time in days or weeks (Tme).

e The project's start date (Start).

e The units of money for manpower costs: units, thousands of units, or
millions of units (Manpower).

¢ The units of money for direct costs: units, thousands of of units, or
millions of units (Cost).

¢ Whether or not the critical path will be displayed (Crifical).

e The revision number of the current project file (Rev).

Refer to each option for details on its use.

DIF Data—Printout Menu

The DIF data option displays the Report Options menu and the current
options defined for the DIF Data Report. The DIF Data Report takes the
project’s manpower and cost information that you specity and writes it to
a separate file on disk. A file written in the DIF format can be read by
some other programs. Instructions for loading the DIF Data Report into
the VisiCalc program are provided in Appendix D, Transferring
VisiSchedule Data to the VisiCalc Program.
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The Report Options menu lets you record the report on disk (Print),
return to the Printout menu (Quil), or specity the following:

¢ The first job to be included in the report (First).

¢ The last job to be included in the report (LOSt).

® The skill categories to be included in the report (Skill).

® The order in which the jobs are to be listed (Order).

® The disk file name under which the report will be stored (DIF name).

Refer to each option for details on its use.

DIF Name — Report Options Menu

The DIF namMe option sets the disk file name for the DIF Data Report.

The program assumes the project’s disk file name with .DATA changed to
DIF.

You can enter another name for the DIF name. The file name must be
no more than eight characters long. Then, the program adds .DiF.
Allowable characters are different from those allowed for other disk file
names: A-Z (lowercase letters are automatically changed to uppercase),
0-9, $ (dollar sign), & (ampersand), # (number sign), @ (at, or each
sign), ! (exclamation point), % (percent sign), * (left single quote sign), '
(right single quote sign), ( (left parenthesis), ) (right
parenthesis), — (hyphen), __ (underscore), < (less-than sign), >
(greater-than sign), { (left bracket), } (right bracket), \ (backslash), A
(caret), ~ (tilde), | (vertical bar).

Display — Schedule Menu Extension

The Display option displays cost and manpower information at the bot-
tom of the schedule graph, just above the menu.

The option takes you to the Display menu where you can choose to
display:

¢ The number of workers needed for each day or week in the schedule
(Manpower). You can display figures for one skill category or for the
totals of all skill categories.

® The salary costs for each day or week (SClCry). You can display costs
for one skill category or for the totals of all skill categories.

* The direct costs for each day or week (CoOsts).
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You can select one of the items above or none of them. You cannot
display more than one item on the screen. However, all selections do
appear on the printed Schedule Graph except salary costs relating to
only one skill. The values are staggered under each time unit to make
them easier to read.

To turn off the current manpower, salary, or cost display, select None
from the Display menu. The Quil option returns you to the Schedule
menu extension without changing the display area.

Duration —Job Specification Menu

The Duration option specifies the amount of time the job takes. The
duration is recorded as a number of time units, either days or weeks.

Fractional durations are not allowed. If you find that you want to enter
durations as portions of weeks, you should change the time unit to days.

A job of 0 duration is allowed. Jobs with a duration are shown as
arrows, and jobs of O duration are shown as a single character (* or X).
The maximum duration of a job is 999 time units.

Earliest—Job Specification Menu

The ECrliest option specifies the earliest possible start date for a job.
The initial date for this option is the start date of the project. You usually
use the FQrliest option when a job has no prerequisites, but cannot begin
until a certain day or week.

The option asks for the time unit number of the earliest start date. To
remove an earliest start date, enter 0.

End — Milestone Menu

The ENd option marks a milestone at the end of a job. Milestones do not
show on the schedule graph. Milestone dates can be printed in the
Tabular Job Report, or jobs can be sorted by milestone date. The End
option removes the Starf milestone if one is set. After you select End, the
program returns you to the Schedule menu extension.

Erase — Schedule Menu

The Erase option removes a job from the schedule. With the Schedule
menu on the screen, select the Erase option with only one keystroke by
pressing the Del key. The option asks you to enter a job number. You can
cancel the option by pressing the Esc key instead of a job number.
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The erased job's prerequisites become the prerequisites of the erased
job’s successors, as shown in Figure 2-4.

If you have just erased a job, the values for the options in the Job
Specification menu are unchanged when you add or insert the next job.
So, instead of moving a job, you can erase it, then add or insert it at the
new location to have the prerequisites automatically assigned.

Filename —Printer Setup Menu

The Filename option specifies a printer or a disk file name as the
destination for reports. Valid entries include PRINTER, REMOUT, or a
disk file name. If you want to use the standard printer (IBM 80 CPS
Matrix Printer), use PRINTER, the initial value for the Filename option.
To use another printer, you must first assign specifics about that printer
to REMOUT or PRINTER by way of the Hardware Options menu. Refer to
Appendix C, Printers, for instructions.

You can send the report to a disk file by entering a file name. You will
find this feature useful if you want to edit a VisiSchedule report more
extensively than the VisiSchedule program allows. You can save the
report under a disk file name and edit it with EDLIN command in IBM
DOS. But because the VisiSchedule program writes data in the Pascal
format, you must use the WriteDOS option to convert the file from Pascal
to IBM DOS format. Refer to the WriteDOS option for details.
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The file name must be no more than eight characters long. Then, the
program adds TEXT. Allowable characters are the same as for other disk
file names: letters (A-Z), numbers (0-9), and underscores (__). Lower-
case letters are automatically converted to uppercase.

The words PRINTER and REMOUT cannot be used as disk file names. If
you enter one of them, the program puts a colon after the name and sends
the output to the printer, not to the disk.

If you plan to edit Tabular Job Report data with IBM DOS, you should
suppress heading information by entering N for the Headings option of
the Report Options menu.

First — Report Options Menu

The First option sets the job number of the first job to be included in the
report. The initial value of 0 begins the report with the first job in the list.
If you enter a job number for the First option, job numbers smaller than
the number you enter are not included in the reports. If the job number
you enter does not exist in the project file, you will receive an error
message.

If you request that the list be sorted, the sort is done before the First and
LCst jobs are selected.

Format — Main Menu

The FOrmMat option prepares a data disk for use with the VisiSchedule
program. With the Main menu on the screen, select FOrmMatf by pressing
the F6 key.

The screen prompts you to put a blank disk in the drive currently
specified by the Prefix option, usually Drive B. If the data ‘disk is brand
new, the disk is immediately formatted, and you return to the Main menu.
If the data disk has been used, the program asks if you want to erase the
data. Enter Y to continue the formatting process, or press «Jto cancel it.
The FOrmat option erases all data on the disk.

If you select FOrmatf when a project file is in the computer memory, DO
you wish 1o CLEAR memory”? appears on the screen. Enter N to cancel
formatting and return to the Main menu where you can save the current
project in memory. Enter Y to clear the file from memory and continue
with the format operation.
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Formfeed —Printer Setup Menu

The FOormfeed option lets you specify whether your printer uses form
feeds. Enter Y if your printer uses form feeds. A response of N means it
does not.

If you are not getting the correct spacing between the page number of
one page and the heading of the next page, you have the Formfeed
option set incorrectly. For printers that do not use form feeds, the pro-
gram issues a series of line feeds before beginning the next page.

If your printer uses form feeds and you set this option to YES, set the
report length to a value less than the physical page length with the
Length option. If you do not, you may get an occasional blank page in a
report.

Goto—Schedule Menu

The GOIO option displays the schedule beginning with a specific job.
The job you select is displayed at the top of the schedule display, and the
time line begins with the start of that job.

Instead of selecting GOIO and entering the number of the first job, you
can accomplish the equivalent by pressing the Home key. Pressing the
End key is equivalent to selecting GO0 and entering the number of the
last job in the schedule.

The F9, F10, PgUp, and PgDn keys are scrolling keys, which move the
schedule under the time line. Refer to the Schedule option for more
information.

Graph —Printout Menu

The Graph option displays the Report Options menu and the current
options defined for the Schedule Graph. The Report Options menu lets
you print the schedule graph (Print), return to the Printout menu (Quit),
or specity one of the following:

¢ The first job to be included in the printed schedule (First).

¢ The last job to be included in the printed schedule (LOSt).

® The skill categories to be included in the printed schedule (Skill).

¢ The order in which the jobs are to be listed (Order).

¢ Whether job and skill names are to be printed on each graph page
(Names).

Refer to the individual options for details on their uses.
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Hardware — Startup Menu

The Hardware option takes you to the Hardware Options menu. From
there, you specify the amount of memory in your computer, and you
assign hardware settings to the printer ports. Refer to Appendix C,
Printers for instructions. If you make any changes to any of the hardware
options, you are given the choice of restarting the program to put the
changes into effect.

Headings —Report Options Menu

The Headings option specifies whether the page headings, column
headings, and page number are to be included with the Tabular Job
Report. Enter Y to include headings, and N to exclude them. The
Headings option allows you to strip extra data from a report. Removing
headings makes it easier for other programs to read the report data. You
should always set this option to N when collecting data for use by
other programs.

Highlite — Schedule Menu Extension

The Highlite option displays the job you select, its prerequisites, and its
successors in inverse video (dark characters on a light background). The
job number and the job name of the selected job are highlighted. Only
the job names of the prerequisites and successors are highlighted.

The option asks for the number of the job you want to highlight. You
cancel highlighting by selecting Highlite and entering 0.

Insert — Schedule Menu

The Insert option lets you insert a job into the job sequence. With the
Schedule menu on the screen, select the INsert option by pressing the Ins
key. This option affects the scheduling of the following jobs in the
project.

Compare the Insert with the AJd option, which adds a job into the job
list without affecting the schedules of the jobs that follow. Be sure you use
the correct option when inserting (or adding) a job. Figure 2-5 shows the
relationship between the two options.

The AJd option first displays the Job Location menu. With this menu,
you select a job number and specify whether the new job is to be located
before or after it.

Inserting a job establishes the prerequisites in one of two ways:

o If you insert job 3 after job X, one of job 3's prerequisites is job X. Job
3 replaces job X in every prerequisite list in the project.

* If you insert job 3 before job X, job 3 assumes all of job X's pre-
requisites. Job X has only job 3 as its prerequisite.

Figure 2-6 shows the difference between the initial prerequisite values

when Before or Affer are used. Remember that you can always change
prerequisites by selecting MOdify and changing the Prereq option.

During Insert

After the job location is determined, the program displays the Job
Specification menu. This menu lets you enter the job name, duration,
prerequisites, early start date, direct cost, skills used, and deadline.

If you have just erased a job, the values for the options in the Job
Specification menu are unchanged when you add or insert the next job.
So, instead of moving a job, you can erase it, then add or insert it at the
new location to have the prerequisites automatically assigned.

Job—]Job Location Menu

The JOO option specifies the target location for a job. The added,
inserted, or moved job will be located before or after this location in the
list. This option prompts for a job number.
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Last —Report Options Menu

The LOst option sets the job number of the last job to be included in the
report. The initial value is 0, which specifies the last job in the list. If you
enter a number for the LGSt option, job numbers greater than the number
you enter are not included in the reports. If the job number you enter
does not exist in the project file, you receive an error message.

If you request that the list be sorted, the sort is done before the First and
Last jobs are selected.

Leader —Project Description Menu

The Leader option specifies the name of the project leader. You can-
not enter more than 24 characters. The name appears on the Project
Description Report.

Length — Printer Setup Menu

The Length option sets the printer page length. The initial value is 66,
which is the setting for an 11-inch page printed at 6 lines-per-inch. The
length must be between 12 (plus top and bottom margins) and 255. For
example, if each margin is 3, the minimum length is 18 (12+3 + 3).

If your printer uses form feeds and you set the FOrmfeed option to YES,
set the Lengih to a value less than the physical page length. If you do
not, youe length. If you do not, you may get an occasional blank page in
a report.

Level —Schedule Menu Extension

The L&vel option adjusts jobs within their slack times to distribute
workers evenly. This option can operate only with a project that has slack
time. You can also use the SChedule option to adjust the manpower
levels on critical and noncritical jobs.

Leveling operates on a single skill level. To level more than one skill
level, you must use the option individually for each skill level. Be aware
that leveling for a second skill level can undo the leveling for the first
skill level. Leveling may change any start dates you have entered with
the Schedule option.

Each of the three jobs in Figure 2-7 requires two laborers. Before level-
ing, jobs 2 and 3 are scheduled to begin on the same date. As a result, six
laborers are needed for the first two weeks, then only two for the next two
weeks. Leveling moved job 3 within its slack time to begin after job 2.
The manpower peaks were leveled so four laborers could be hired for
four weeks each without delaying the completion of the project.

You can cancel leveling by selecting the Level option and entering 0
for the skill level. Then, you can cancel any scheduling you have done
~ith the Schedule option of the Schedule menu.

Listing — Printout Menu

The Listing option displays the Report Options menu and the current
options defined for the report. The Report Options menu lets you print
the Job Description Report (Print), return to the Printout menu (Quil), or
specify one of the following:

* The first job to be included in the printed report (First).

* The last job to be included in the printed report (LOSt).

* The skill categories to be included in the printed report (Skill).
® The order in which the jobs are to be listed (Order).

Refer to each option for details on its use.

Load —Main Menu

The LOCd option copies a project file from a data disk into the com-
puter memory. The file is never lost from the disk until you specifically
delete it with the Delefe option. Then, you can display the project,
modify it, and print reports from it. With the Main menu on the screen,
select LOOd with only one keystroke by pressing the F1 key.

This option lists the project files on the data disk that you specified with
the Prefix option. To select a project file, move the cursor to the file name
and press «. The program returns to the Main menu. The file name, proj-
ect title, size, and changed status are listed in the Project Status area.
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If you decide not to load a file from the list that is displayed, you can
select [NONe] to return to the Main menu. If you have more than 16 files
on the disk, select the [More] option to reach the next screen of files.

After all of the files whose names end with DATA have been displayed,
select the [" BACK" files] option to reach the backup copies of those files.
File names ending with BACK are the second-to-last revised versions of
corresponding DATA files. You will need to load BACK files only on rare
occasions. If, by mistake, you save a changed file under the same name
as the old version, but realize you do not want to erase it, you can
retrieve the old version by loading the BACK version of the file.

If you select LOOd when another project file is already in the computer
memory, DO you wish to CLEAR memory? appears on the screen. Enter
N to cancel loading and return to the Main menu where you can save the
current project in memory. Enter Y to clear the file from memory and
continue with the load operation.

Manpower — Display Menu

The Manpower option displays the number of workers required for
each time period. You can display figures for one skill level or the totals
of all skill levels. The label for these levels is the name of the skill
category or Manpower total.

The option asks for a skill category (1 to 9). To display the total of all
skill categories, enter 0.

You can remove the manpower display by returning to the Display
menu and selecting NONe or another display option.

Manpower —Modify Menu

The Manpower option displays the occupation list. From there, you
can select each of nine skill categories. Each skill category takes you to
the Occupation menu, where you enter the skill level name (OCccupat),
and salary level (Salary). The QUi option takes you back to the occupa-
tion list, where you can choose to select another skill level, or return to
the Modify menu ([Done]).
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Manpower — Project Description Menu

The ManpoOwer option defines the value of one monetary unit for man-
power costs. Later, you enter from one to four non-negative integers for
manpower costs. Setting this option to suit your needs enables you to
enter values later that accurately account for your manpower costs. You
have three units to choose from:

e $ (units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999 in increments of 1 unit.

¢ K$ (thousands of units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999,000 in
increments of 1,000 units.

e M$ (millions of units) allows a range of 0 to $9,999,000,000 in
increments of 1,000,000 units.

If you change the manpower cost units, the values in the project file
are not changed accordingly; you must change them. For example, if the
salary is currently entered in S (dollars) and you have a skill with a salary
of 1000S ($1000), changing the Manpower option to KS changes the
salary to $1,000,000. If you make the change, you should change the
value to 1KS ($1000).

Memory — Hardware Options Menu

The MemOry option is set to the amount of that you have in your com-
puter. Enter a value from 64 to 960.

The program rounds the number down to the nearest multiple of 32, as
long as you actually have that amount of memory. For example, if you
have 64K of memory, and you enter 130 for the Memory option, the
value will be rounded down to 64. If you have 128K of RAM and enter
130, the value will be rounded down to 128. If you enter a value less than
64, the program rounds the value up to 64.

The VisiSchedule program can use only 64K or 128K of memory. If
your computer has more than 128K of memory, the VisiSchedule pro-
gram will still work properly, but the extra memory will not be used.

The number of jobs that you can enter for a given project varies
according to the amount of memory. You can enter up to 50 jobs with 64K
of memory, and up to 150 jobs with 96K or more.

If you try to use your VisiSchedule Program Diskette with an IBM Per-
sonal Computer that has less memory than the current value of the
Memory option, the program will not load. Be sure to change the
Memaory option to accommodate the computer you will be moving to if
you will be changing Computers.
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Mileston — Schedule Menu Extension

The Mileston option marks the beginning or ending of jobs as signifi-
cant dates, or milestones. Milestones are not marked on the schedule,
but they are recorded by the program. You can print a list of the project’s
milestones in the Tabular Job Report by selecting Milestones from the
Columns list. You can also sort jobs by milestone date with the Order
option.

The option prompts for a job number. Then, it displays the Milestone
menu. The Siarf and ENd options mark a milestone at the beginning or
end of the job. The NONe option removes any existing milestones.

Only one milestone can be set for a job. If you set a milestone at the
start or end of a job, you cancel the milestone when you choose the
opposite milestone option. The Quit option returns you to the Schedule
menu extension without adding or changing any milestones.

Modify — Main Menu

The Modify option displays the Modify menu. The Modify menu con-
tains options that take you to the following menus: Project Description,
Manpower, Workweek, and Schedule. Use the Modify option to reach all
parts of the program except those related to printing reports. With the
Main menu on the screen, select MOdify with only one keystroke by
pressing the F3 key.

Modify — Schedule Menu

The Modify option lets you change all aspects of a job. The option first
asks for the job number of the job you want to modify. You can enter a job
number and press < to continue, or you can press Esc to cancel the
option. If you continue, the program displays the Job Specification
menu. From there, you can change the job name, duration, prereq-
uisites, early start date, direct cost, manpower levels, and deadline date.

You leave the Job Specification menu by selecting Accept or Cancel.
Selecting the AcCcept option records the changes you make on the
schedule graph. Selecting the Cancel option cancels the changes.

More — Schedule Menu

The More option takes you to the Schedule menu extension. From
there, you can use the Highlite, Display, Level, Renum, Slip, or Mileston
options. To return to the main portion of the Schedule menu, select the
QUi option in the extension.
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Move — Schedule Menu

The MOVE option lets you move a job to a different position in the list.
The option prompts for the job number. Then, the Job Location menu is
displayed. You enter a target job number and specify whether the job
being moved is to be placed before or after the target job.

Moving a job in the list does not change its number, prerequisites, or
successors. It only changes its location in the list.

Name —Job Specification Menu

The NamMe option lets you specify a job name of up to 30 characters.
When the name is displayed on the screen, you see only the first 12
characters. All 30 characters are printed on the reports.

Names —Report Options Menu

The NOMes option specifies whether job and skill names are to be
printed on all pages of a printed schedule or only on the first page. Enter
Y to print the names on every page. Enter N when the pages must be
taped together to show the whole schedule; this will reduce the amount of
paper needed.

None — Display Menu

The NONE option erases the manpower, salary, or cost information that
is currently displayed. When you select NOne, the program returns you
to the Schedule menu extension.

None — Milestone Menu

The NONE option removes a milestone marked for a job. When you
select NONne, the program returns you to the Schedule menu extension.

Normal — Workweek Menu

The Normal option sets the normal working week. You can use this
option only if you set the Time option to DAys in the Project Description
menu.

This option displays a list of the days of the week, Sunday through
Saturday. You select each working day by highlighting it and pressing
the space bar. You accept the list of working days by pressing <. The
initial setting is for a five-day week, Monday through Friday.
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Occupat — Occupation Menu

The Occupat option specifies the name for the skill level you
selected. You can enter up to 24 characters. The name you enter is used
in all reports and displays that list manpower categories and costs. If you
do not enter a name, the program uses Skill # N, where n is a digit from 1
through 9.

Order— Report Options Menu

The Order option sets the sequence in which the jobs are sorted for a
report. Table 2-3 lists and describes the available sequences.

Table 2-3. Order Sort Sequences

Order Item Description

Current order If no sorting has been done, the current order is
used. Otherwise, the Current order option restores
the file to the order it had when you were last in the
Printout menu.

Deadline Sorted by deadline date. Jobs without deadlines are
printed before jobs with deadlines.

Duration Sorted by job length from the shortest to the
longest.

Earliest start Sorted by earliest date on which the job can begin.
If an earliest date has not been set, 0 (the start date)
is used.

Early start Sorted by early start date. The early start date

differs from the scheduled start date if the slack
time precedes the beginning of work.

Job name Sorted in alphabetic order by job name.
Job number Sorted in numeric order by job number.
Late finish Sorted by late finish date. The late finish date is the

last date that the job can finish without causing a
project delay.

Milestones Sorted by milestone date. If no milestone date has
been set, the scheduled start date is used. If no
scheduled start date has been set, the early start
date is used.

Number of Sorted by the number of successors a job has, from
successors 0 to the maximum.
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Table 2-3. Order Sort Sequences (Continued)

Order ltem Description

Scheduled start Sorted by the scheduled start date set with the
Schedule or Level options. If the scheduled start
date was not set, the value is 0.

Slack time Sorted by the amount of slack time for a job from 0
(critical jobs) to the maximum.
Slash tag Sorted in ASCII order (numbers, letters, then

underscores) by the portion of the name following
the slash. Jobs with identical slash tags are ordered
according to the first part of the name (before the
slash).

Parity — Com Port Menu

The Parity option requires a setting to correspond with the setting on
your serial printer. You can enter NO, Even, or Odd. The parity bit is an
item your printer checks to test the data that it receives. Refer to Appen-
dix C, Printers for settings that have been tested successfully with
various printers.

Prefix — Main Menu

The Prefix option specifies in which drive the project data will be
saved, or from which drive it will be loaded or deleted. With the Main
menu on the screen, select the Prefix option with only one keystroke by
pressing the F5 key. The program asks you to supply a drive name from B
to F. Drive A must always hold the VisiSchedule Program Diskette, so
you cannot enter A for the Prefix option.

The initial value for the Prefix is B.. If you select Prefix and enter
another letter, do not type the colon; the program adds the colon
automatically. The current value for the Prefix option is always displayed
in the Project Status Area.

The VisiSchedule program has not been tested with more than two disk

drives. If you do add disk drives to your system, the Prefix option allows
you to access them.
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Prereq—Job Specification Menu

The Prereq option lists the jobs that must be completed before the job
you are entering can be started. Refer to the Add and INsert options to
see how these options assume prerequisites. The Prereq option lets you
replace the prerequisites the program automatically sets.

The option prompts you to enter a list of the jobs, by number, that must
be completed before the subject job can be started. The program
displays the current list of prerequisites, if any. The job numbers in the
prerequisite list must be separated by commas. To remove all prereq-
uisites, enter a 0. If you enter a 0 as part of a string of prerequisites, the
string is revised to contain only a zero.

A job can have no more than nine prerequisites. If a job depends on
more than nine others, you can create two other fictitious jobs of zero
duration and split the prerequisites between them. Then, the real job will
have the two zero-duration jobs as prerequisites.

Print — Main Menu

The Print option displays the Printout menu. From there, you can print
reports and extract manpower and cost information for transfer to
another program. With the Main menu on the screen, select Print with
only one keystroke by pressing the F4 key.

Print — Report Options Menu

The Print option prints the current report according to the other
options you select in the Report Options menu. Before printing any one
of the reports, the program gives you the option of previewing the report
on the screen. Enter Y to preview the report, and enter N to print the
report immediately.

When you preview the report, you can press any letter key to scroll the
report forward, line by line. If you are set up for a printed report width of
more than 80 characters, the lines wrap on the screen, but print correctly
on the printer. After you have scrolled through the entire report, the pro-
gram prompts you to print the report. A response of Y prints the report,
and N cancels it.

You can stop the previewing at any time by pressing the Esc key. Then,

you have the choice of printing the report or returning to the Printout
menu.
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Printer —Hardware Options Menu

The Printer option assigns a parallel or serial printer to the PRINTER
port. If you want to use a parallel printer, enter Parcllel for the Printer
option. To use a serial printer, enter either COM1 or COM?2 for the
Printer option. You must have already entered the appropriate values for
your printer in the Com Port menu (refer to Appendix C, Printers). Then,
when you enter PRINTER for the Filename option in the Printer Setup
menu, the VisiSchedule program can print to your printer.

Protocol—Com Port Menu

The Protocol option requires a setting that corresponds to the setting
on your serial printer. You can enter DTR/DSR, or XON/XOFF. The
DTR/DSR protocol requires a special print cable. The protocol is the
format in which your printer expects to receive data. Refer to Appendix
C, Printers for settings that have been tested successfully with various
printers.

Quit— Com Port Menu

The QuUIf option returns you to the Hardware Options menu.

Quit — Display Menu

The QUi option returns you to the Schedule menu extension without
changing the current display.

Quit —Hardware Options Menu

The QUi option returns you to the Startup menu. If you changed any
options in the Com Port or Hardware Option menus, you are given the
opportunity to restart the program to put the changes into effect.

Quit —Job Location Menu

The Quit option cancels the Add, Insert, or MoOve option and returns
you to the Schedule menu.

Quit — Main Menu

It is best to be safe and always use the Quit option to exit the program.
If you have a changed project file in memory, the program gives you the
chance to save it before exiting. The program saves the following infor-
mation on the VisiSchedule Program Diskette when you select the Quit
option:

e The current date and format.

¢ The reporter name.
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¢ The current file name.
¢ The current prefix.
¢ The currency symbol.

¢ The printer setup information.

If you exit the program simply by turning off the power switch, this
housekeeping information is not saved. More importantly, if you do not
use the QUIl option, you are not reminded to save your current file with
its changes.

Quit — Milestone Menu

The Quit option returns you to the Schedule menu extension.

Quit —Modity Menu

The Quit option returns you to the Main menu.

Quit — Occupation Menu

The QUit option returns you to the occupation list. The [Done] option
in the occupation list returns you to the Modify menu.
Quit —Printer Setup Menu

The QUit option returns you to the Printout menu.

Quit — Printout Menu

The Quit option returns you to the Main menu.

Quit —Project Description Menu
The Quit option returns you to the Modify menu.

Quit —Report Options Menu

The Quit option returns you to the Printout menu.

Quit —Schedule Menu

The QI option returns you to the Modify menu if you are in the main
portion of the Schedule menu. If you are in the Schedule menu exten-
sion, Quit returns you to the main Schedule menu.

Quit — Startup Menu

The QUIf option exits the VisiSchedule program. You can restart the
program by pressing the «!key.

Quit— Workweek Menu
The Quit option returns you to the Modify menu.

Remout —Hardware Options Menu

The Remout option assigns a serial printer to the REMOUT printer
port. After entering the appropriate option settings for COM1 or COM?2
in the Com Port menu (refer to Appendix C, Printers), you can enter
either COM1 or COM2 for the Remout option. Then, when you enter
REMOUT for the Filename option in the Printer Setup menu, the
VisiSchedule program can print on your printer.

If you have two serial printers, record the settings for each one under
the COM1 or COM?2 options. Then, when you return to the Hardware
Options menu, select Remout, and enter either COM1 or COM?2. Select
Printer, and enter the other COM option to assign the other printer to the
PRINTER port. You can easily switch from one printer to another by enter-
ing REMOUT or PRINTER for the Filencme option in the Printer Setup
menu.

Renum — Schedule Menu Extension

The Renum option renumbers the project’s jobs starting with the job at
the top of the list as Job 1, the job second in the list as Job 2, and so on to
the last job.

Your job list will probably be out of numeric sequence atter a session of
adding, inserting, moving, and erasing jobs. Renumbering changes only
two aspects of the jobs. It changes the job numbers, and it changes the
prerequisite lists to reflect the job number changes. This way, the proj-
ect’s prerequisites are preserved.

Renumbering is an irreversible process. For this reason, the program
prompts you to confirm your intention to renumber after you select the
option. Enter Y to confirm the option, or enter N to cancel it.

Reporter — Startup Menu

The Reporter option sets the name that is listed as the preparer of each
report. You may enter up to 24 characters.
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Rev—Project Description Menu

The Rev option contains the revision number for the project. When
you create a project, the revision number is automatically set to 0. Each
time you make a change to the project and save it on disk, the program
increases the revision number by one. With this option, you can set the
revision number to any value you wish, up to three digits long. The revi-
sion number is displayed on the Main menu screen as Rev# =,

Salary —Display Menu

The Salary option displays the salary costs for each time period. You
can display the costs for one skill category or for the total of all skill
categories. The label for this option is Manpower cost and specifies
whether the cost units are dollars ($), thousands of dollars (K$), or
millions of dollars (M$).

The option prompts for a skill category (1 to 9) to display the costs for a
single skill level. To display the total of all skill levels, enter O.

You can remove the manpower costs by returning to the Display menu
and selecting NONe or another display option.

Salary — Occupation Menu

The Sclary option specifies the salary for the skill level you selected.
You can enter up to four non-negative integers. The salary is entered
according to the Manpower and Time options in the Project Description
menu. For example, if the manpower cost monetary unit is dollars ($) and
the time unit is weeks, the salary is expressed in dollars per week.

Save —Main Menu

The Save option copies the file in memory to the data drive you
specified with the Prefix option. With the Main menu on the screen, select
the SOve option with only one keystroke by pressing the F2 key.

This option lists the name of the files on the data disk and [New name]
and [Nonel. You can choose to replace the old version of the file with the
changed version, or you may want to save the changed version under a
new name. You can exit the option without saving anything by selecting
[Nonel, which returns you to the Main menu.

If you choose to replace the old version with the new, the old version is

renamed. The .DATA suffix is changed to BACK, and the new version of
the file takes the .DATA suffix.
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If you choose [New namel, you are prompted for an eight-character
name. A file name can contain only letters, numbers, and underscores
(). Lowercase letters are converted to uppercase. The program adds
.DATA to the end of the name you supply.

If more than 16 files are on the disk, the [More] option is displayed.
Selecting [More] displays the continuation of the list.

If you select SOve when the current project is unchanged, the pro-
gram asks if you are sure you want to save it. Enter Y to continue the save
operation. N cancels it.

When you save a file, the Project Status area is updated to reflect the
current file name. The changed status becomes NO. The revision number
associated with the file you saved is increased by one.

It is a good practice to save frequently when entering a large schedule
or when modifying extensively.

For further data protection, you should make backup copies of entire
data disks. To do so, exit the VisiSchedule program, and use the IBM
DOS DISKCOPY command.

Schedule — Modify Menu

The Schedule option displays the Schedule menu. From there, you
can enter the specifics of each job in the project.

The schedule is displayed on the screen above the menu. The schedule
graphically shows your project’s progress over time. The Schedule menu
is at the bottom of the screen.

If the project schedule is too long to fit on the screen, you can display
the rest of the schedule in several ways. With the Schedule menu on the
screen, type a number and U, D, L, or R to move the schedule in any
direction up to 9999 units. The schedule moves within the window of the
screen in the direction you specify. If the beginning of the schedule is
displayed, for instance, you can scroll the schedule up, not down. Press-
ing the F9 key is equivalent to typing 20R to scroll the schedule 20 units
to the right. Pressing F10 is the same as typing 20L.

The PgUp key displays the previous page of jobs. It is equivalent to
typing 17D. Press the PgDn key to see the next page of the project, which
is the same as typing 17U.
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Schedule — Schedule Menu

The Schedule option lets you schedule a job to begin on a certain
date. If the job is not on the critical path, the program prompts you to
begin the job between the early and late start date times. If you enter a
time unit outside of these limits, the entire schedule may be affected.

The option prompts for a job number. After you enter a job number,
you are prompted for the start date of the job. Entering 0 schedules the
job to begin on the early start date. For noncritical jobs, the program lists
the starting date range that will not affect the overall schedule. For
critical path jobs, enter 0 to avoid project delays. If you schedule a start-
ing date before the early start date or the earliest start date, the remain-
der of the schedule is not affected.

You can unschedule all jobs, that is, return all scheduled jobs to the
early or earliest start date, with the Level option. Select Level, enter 0 for
a skill level number, and type Y when the program prompts you to undo
scheduling.

Setup —Printer Setup Menu

The Sefup option lets you enter a printer setup string. Refer to your
printer manual for the setup strings your printer requires for special
printing modes. Or, refer to Table C-3 in Appendix C, Printers for com-
pressed mode setup strings (more characters per inch) that have been
tested successfully with the listed printers.

A setup string must be entered as a series of decimal values separated
by commas. The numbers are the decimal equivalent of the string in the
ASCII character set. You can enter a maximum of eight numbers. For
example, to enter the setup string of Ctrl-I1 K Citrl-I 132 N, type the follow-
ing string of decimal numbers:

9,75,9,49,51,50,78
NOTE: The Ctzl-P character (decimal 16) has a special meaning to the
Pascal system; do not enter it in a setup string. If you need Ctrl-P, enter

144 (which is 16 plus 128).

Appendix G in the IBM Personal Computer BASIC manual contains a
list of the decimal numbers used to produce the ASCII character set.

To remove the setup string, enter 0 for the Sefup option.
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Setup —Printout Menu

The Setup option displays the Printer Setup menu and a listing of the
nost recently entered printer setup values. With the Printer Setup menu
rou can specify:

» The name of the printer or file to which the report will be sent. If you
want to use other than the standard printer (IBM 80 CPS Matrix
Printer), you must have assigned that printer to the name PRINTER: or
REMOUT: by way of the Hardware Options menu. Refer to that menu
for more information.

» The page width in characters. The width must be in the range 79
through 255.

» The page length in lines. The length must be in the range 12 (plus top
and bottom margins) through 255. For example, if the margins are
both 3, the minimum length is 18 (12 +3 +3).

» The top and bottom margins in lines. The individual margins must be
in the range 0 through page length minus the other margin minus 12.
For example, if the top margin is 3 and the length is 66, the maximum
bottom margin is 51 (66-3-12).

®* Whether the printer uses continuous form paper or individual sheets.

o Whether the printer uses form feeds.

¢ Whether the printer uses automatic line feeds.

¢ A setup sequence if your printer requires one.

Sheets — Printer Setup Menu

The Sheets option tells the program if you are using single sheets or
continuous form paper. If single sheets are used, the program stops at the
end of each page to allow you to insert a new sheet of paper. Enter Y if
you are using single sheets of paper. A response of N means you are not.

Some people use the single sheet option to stop at the bottom of each
page to make sure the paper is correctly aligned. After inserting and
aligning the paper, press any letter key to continue printing. You can
stop the printing at this point by pressing the Esc key.

When using the single sheet option, remember that the spacing for the
top margin (TOD ™Mar) is done after printing is resumed. If you want to
have a one-inch margin at the top of the page, use either of the following
(assuming your printer prints at six lines-per-inch):

e Set TOpP MQr to 6, and adjust the print head to the top of the paper.

e Set TOp Mar to 0, and adjust the print head to a point one inch from
the top of the paper.
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Skill —Job Specification Menu

The Skill option lets you select the manpower required to do a job. The
job can draw manpower from any combination of the nine different skills.

The option displays a menu of the skill level numbers with the number
of people assigned from each level. The long prompt for each skill level
number is the occupation name that you entered in the Occupation
menu.

To change the number of people required for a skill level, move the
cursor to the skill number and press <. Then, the program prompts for
the number of people. The program accepts values in tenths of persons
from 0.1 person up to 999.9 persons.

When you have set the number of people required for the necessary
skills, select Contfinue. You return to the Job Specification menu.

Skill —-Report Options Menu

The Skill option specifies the skill categories that will be included in the
report. You can select a single skill by entering its skill level number, or
you can select all skills by entering 0.

Slip —Schedule Menu Extension

The Slip option reschedules a partially-completed project. You may
find that you are three weeks into a project, but the jobs scheduled to be
completed by the third week are not finished. You could move each
uncompleted job to the right under the time line, but the Sli0 option
moves them all at once for you.

Before using the Sli0 option, make sure that all jobs or portions of jobs
that are actually completed are marked completed with colons. Use the
Complete option to do this. Then, select Slip. You are prompted for the
time period to which all jobs are to be slipped. After you enter the time
period, the program modifies the schedule, maintaining all relationships
for the uncompleted work.

Figure 2-8 shows how the option can affect the schedule. The upper
portion of the figure shows the project as of time period 2. Job 2 should
have been finished, but only one week is completed. Slipping the
schedule as of time period 2 results in the schedule shown in the lower
portion of the figure. Job 2 is shifted one time period because the remain-
ing work cannot begin until the current date (time period 2).
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Note that the SO option does not preserve the history of a partially-
completed job. The first week of Job 2 was completed in the first week of
the project. After the slip, the schedule shows the job as being completed
in the second week. Job 2 is now on the critical path because it has no
more slack time. Job 1 is not affected because it is completed. Job 3 is not
alfected because it is up-to-date.

Start — Milestone Menu

The Start option marks a milestone at the beginning of a job.
Milestones do not show on the schedule display. Milestone dates can be
printed in the Tabular Job Report, or jobs can be sorted by milestone
date. The Start option removes the ENC milestone if one is set. After you
select Start, the program returns you to the Schedule menu extension.

Start — Project Description Menu

The Start option specifies the beginning date for the project. The initial
value is the date you entered for the TOdQy option in the Startup menu.
You can enter another date according to the format described under the
Today option later in this section.

The Start date becomes the Oth time unit in the project. If this dateis a

nonworking day or is in a nonworking week, the program uses the first
working day that follows this date.
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Stopbits —Com Port Menu

The StOPDIS option requires a value of 1 or 2 that corresponds with the
setting on your serial printer. Your printer expects to read either one or
two stop bits before each character or block of data. Refer to Appendix
C, Printers, for values that have been tested successfully with
various printers.

Summary —Printout Menu

The Summary option prints the Project Description Report for the
project in memory. The report is described in detail in the “"Reports” sec-
tion later in the Reference.

Before printing any one of the reports, the program gives you the
option of previewing the report on the screen. Enter Y to preview the
report, and enter N to print the report immediately.

When you preview the report, you can press any key to scroll the
report forward, line by line. If you are set up for a printed report width of
more than 80 characters, the lines wrap on the screen, but print correctly
on the printer. After you have scrolled through the entire report, the pro-
gram prompts you to print the report. A response of Y prints the report,
and N cancels it.

You can stop the previewing at any time by pressing the Esc key. Then,
you have the choice of printing the report or returning to the Printout
menu.

Table — Printout Menu

The Table option displays the Report Options menu and the current
option entries defined for the report. The Report Options menu lets you
print the report (Print), return to the Printout menu (Quit), or specify the
following:

¢ The first job to be included in the printed report (First).

¢ The last job to be included in the printed report (LOST).

¢ The skill categories to be included in the printed report (Skill).
e The order in which the jobs are to be listed (Order).

¢ Whether page and column headings and page numbers are to be
printed on each report page (Headings).
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¢ Whether dates or time unit numbers are to be included in the report
(Dates).

¢ Which column items are to be included in the report {(Columns).

Refer to each option for details on its use.

Time — Project Description Menu

The Time option specifies the time units for the project. You can
choose Days or Weeks. You should pick the scale that corresponds to the
majority of the jobs in the project. If most of the jobs are many weeks long
and a few are days long, you should probably choose Weeks. Then,
enter the short-term jobs as zero or one week in length.

The time scale is crucial. If you pick the wrong scale and find you have
to change it, the job durations stored in the project file are not con-
verted. You will have to use the Modify option to change the duration of
each job. For example, if you first specify weeks and find that you must
change to days, a job with a duration of 2 weeks is changed to 2 days, not
to 10 working days.

Title —Project Description Menu

The Title option specifies a project title of up to 30 characters. The title
appears on all the reports that the program creates.

Today — Startup Menu

The TOdQy option sets the date that will show on reports as the current
date. The Today option also determines the holiday list for the Days
option in the Workweek Menu.

Dates can be entered in either of two forms, as determined by the
Dates option in the Startup Menu:

11/29/81 (mm/dd/yy)

29/11/81 (dd/mm/yy)

The program handles and maintains dates in the range from 1/1/1977
through 12/31/2065. For dates outside this range, the year is rounded.
The years 66 through 69 are rounded down to 65, and 70 through 76 are
rounded up to 77.

You can enter dates in a relative form as a number of days, weeks,
months, or years from the currently recorded date:

+ 3M (3 months from the current date)
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The program accepts only valid date characters and slashes if you are
entering an absolute date. It accepts +, -, D, W, M, Y, and the digits 0
through 9 if you are entering a relative date. If you attempt to enter an
invalid character, the computer beeps and rejects the character. The
program also rejects impossible dates. For example, it does not allow you
to enter a month of 13 or a day of 45. You cannot enter 2/29 unless the
year is previously set to a leap year. You must use slashes to separate
month, day, and year.

You need not change the entire date. If you change only the month and
day and press </, the current year is kept. Pressing the slash key skips
over a field. For example, to change 9/23/81 to 9/24/81, enter /24 .,

You can change the current date by entering a relative period of time
preceded by a plus sign (+) or a minus sign (—). You must specify
whether the relative period is in days, weeks, months, or years by enter-
ing D, W, M, or Y after the number. For example:

® +60D adds sixty days to the current date.

e —3W subtracts three weeks from the current date.
e +6M adds six months.
e —1Y subtracts one year.

Top mar—Printer Setup Menu

The TOp Mar sets the number of blank lines to be left at the top of each
report page. If you do not specify a number, the program uses 3. The
margin must be in the range 0 through page length minus the bottom
margin minus 12. For example, if the bottom margin is 3 and the length is
66, the maximum top margin is 51 (66-3-12).

Weeks — Workweek Menu

The Weeks option sets the project’s nonworking weeks. A nonworking
week can begin on any day of the week; it does not have to begin on the
same weekday that the project starts on.

To add a week to the list, enter the date of the first day of the week, and
press . To remove a week from the list, enter the date of the first day as
shown in the list and press «J. Pressing «Jalternately adds and removes a
given week from the list. Refer to the TOJQy option in this section for dif-
ferent ways to enter dates.

To exit the Weeks option after the list is correct, press the Esc key.
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Width — Printer Setup Menu

The Widih option sets the page width in number of characters.
Allowable values are between 79 and 218. Most printers output a ten
character-per-inch line of either 80 or 132 characters. Some printers can
print up to 218 characters per line. Most reports use only 80 characters,
although the Tabular Job Report and the Schedule Graph can use up to
218 characters. If you do not specify a value, the program uses 79.

If you are printing an 80-character line and your reports are double-
spaced, you should change the width to 79 columns. Some printers issue
an automatic line feed when printing an 80-character line. This causes
double spacing because the VisiSchedule program issues a carriage
return and a line feed.

Work — Modity Menu

The WOrk option displays the Workweek menu. From there, you can
specify the project’s normal working days (NOrmal), the days off (Days),
and the weeks off (Weeks).

WriteDOS — Main Menu

The WriteDOS option converts files from Pascal format to IBM DOS for-
mat. To accomplish the conversion, you need to have on hand a disk for-
matted with IBM DOS 1.0 or 1.1. With the Main menu on the screen,
select the WriteDOS option with only one keystroke by pressing the F7
key.

If you select WriteDOS when another project file is already in the com-
puter memory, DC you wish to CLEAR memory? appears on the screen.
Enter N to cancel loading and return to the Main menu where you can
save the current project in memory. Enter Y to clear the file from memory
and continue with the WriteDOS operation.

The program displays the list of report files, which end with the suffix
TEXT. These files were created by printing a report to a disk file name
rather than to a printer port. The report destination was controlled by the
Filename option in the Printer Setup menu. The files are written in
Pascal text format. To edit one of these files, you must convert it to IBM
DOS format with the WriteDOS option.
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Select a .TEXT file to convert. Then, follow the instructions on the
screen to switch back and forth from your data disk to your IBM DOS
disk. If the DOS disk has a write-protect tab in place, be sure to remove
it. The VisiSchedule program creates a file on the IBM DOS disk based
on the name of the .TEXT file. The .TEXT file name extension is changed to
TIXT. If you write a file to a name that already exists on the IBM DOS disk,
the old version is renamed with an extension of .BAK, and the new version
takes the .TXT extension.

After the operation is completed, select QUit to exit the VisiSchedule
program. Then, remove the VisiSchedule Program Diskette, and insert
your IBM DOS Diskette. Press Ctrl-Alt-Del. Now, you can read and edit
the file with the IBM DOS EDLIN command. Refer to the IBM Disk

Operating System manual for instructions.
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REPORTS

The VisiSchedule program creates four different reports:

® The Project Description Report is created by selecting the Surmnmary
option from the Printout menu.

¢ The Job Description Report is created by selecting the Listing option
from the Printout menu.

e The Tabular Job Report is created by selecting the TGDIe option from
the Printout menu.

e The Schedule Graph is created by selecting the Graph option from
the the Printout menu.

Three of the reports (all but the Project Description Report) can be
modified by way of the Report Options menu. You can limit the jobs
included in these reports with the First and Lost options, which let you
specily, by job number, the first and last jobs to be included. You can
further limit the reports by specifying that the report be generated for a
single skill category. When a single skill category is selected, only those
jobs that use the skill are included in the report.

You can preview any one of the reports on the screen before you print
it. After you select Print from the Report Options menu, the program
prompts you for previewing. After you enter Y, pressing any letter key
begins the preview. You can scroll the report forward, line by line, by
pressing any letter key. You can cancel previewing by pressing the Esc
key.

If yousee > > > > > (greater-than signs) in a report, the program has
computed a value that has more digits than the report can accommodate.
Change the cost or manpower units from $ to K$ or K$ to M$ and reduce
the number of digits for the entries involved.

THE PROJECT DESCRIPTION REPORT

The Project Description Report, shown in Figure 2-9, is created from
the SumMMAQry option in the Printout menu. The report lists the project
details entered with the Descrip, Manpower, and Work options from the
Modify menu. Additionally, this report calculates values from an analysis
of the whole project. These values are:
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¢ The man-weeks required for each skill category.
¢ The cost for each skill category.

¢ The project’s completion date.

e The number of jobs.

¢ The total manpower requirement.

e The total manpower cost. ;

¢ The total direct cost.

e The total project cost.

The report lists details about each job
in the range of jobs or skills that you select. The jobs are in the sequence
you selected with the Order option in the Report Options menu. The
report lists all aspects of the job.

The report includes the following information about each job:

¢ The duration.

¢ The number of time units completed.
® Whether the job is on the critical path.
¢ The amount of slack time.

¢ The prerequisites.

¢ The manpower skills and salaries.

¢ The total effort.

¢ The manpower cost.

¢ The direct cost.

¢ The earliest and latest start dates.

¢ The earliest and latest finish dates.

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THE TABULAR JOB REPORT

The Tabular Job Report is created from the TaDI€ option of the Printout
menu. A sample Tabular Job Report is shown in Figure 2-11. It lists
details of the project that depend on the selections you make with the
Columns option in the Report Options menu.

The contents of this report vary. There are no entries that must always
be included. However, if you do not make a selection with the Columns
option, the program prints a report that contains the job number and
name.

The Columns option gives you the space, in characters, required for
each report. You should avoid selecting more fields than {it across your
report page. If you need more than you can get onto a report page, run
two or more reports with different selections.

Across the top of the Schedule Graph is the time scale. It is measured
in days or weeks depending on what you entered for the Time option in
the Project Description menu. The second line across the top gives the
time period number for each day or week. Reports do not show the whole
schedule on a single page if the printer width is smaller than the
schedule.

The number of time units on the printed schedule depends on the
length of the project and on the limitations that you select with the First,
Last, and Skill options in the Report Options menu. With the Names
option, you can choose to print the job and skill names on each page of a
multiple-page report or only on the first page. By printing them only on
the first page, you can tape the schedule pages together to make a com-
plete linear schedule.
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In the middle of the page is a list of each skill included in the report,
and the project’s manpower level, manpower cost, direct cost, and total
cost. The cost information can also be displayed in the Schedule menu
with the Display option. Do not be alarmed if the last digit of a calculated
figure is different from screen display to report. The report totals are
calculated out to an extra digit and are more accurate.

At the bottom of the page, the report lists the sorting order, the range
of jobs included, and the skills that are covered. Below that, the legend
explains the schedule symbols.

Table 2-4 is a detailed list of the symbols used in both the Schedule

The definitions of these time line parts are:

¢ The earliest start is the earliest date possible to start the job. You
specify this with the EQrliest option in the Job Specification menu. A
job cannot begin before this date. The initial value is time period 0.

¢ The early start is either the earliest start date or the date on which all
prerequisites are completed, whichever is later. The job starts on this
date unless changed with the SChedule or Level options.

¢ The scheduled start is a start date established with the Schedule or
Level options.

¢ The late finish is the latest date at which the job can end without
delaying the project completion date. The late finish and actual finish
are the same for critical jobs and can differ for noncritical jobs.

¢ The deadline is the date on which the job must be finished. The
deadline is created with the Deadiine option. The deadline has no
effect on the scheduling of the job; it is shown for informational pur-
poses only.
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Schedule Breaks

Breaks occur in schedules because of holidays, or days or weeks off
that you specify in the Workweek menu. The effect of days and weeks off
depends on whether the project’s time unit is days or weeks. The
examples in this section use the calendar shown in Figure 2-14. It is a
portion of the December, 1981 and January, 1982 calendar.

For these examples, the normal workweek will be Monday through
Friday. December 25th and January lst (Fridays) are defined as
holidays. A nonworking week is defined beginning on December 24
(Thursday) and ending on December 30th. Note that it is not necessary
for nonworking weeks to begin on the same day of the week as the
project.

NORMAL WORKING WEEK

You can enter a project start date as any day, even a nonworking day,
but the program moves the start to the first working day following the
start date. For example, if you entered 12/20/81 (a Sunday and nonwork-
ing day) as the start date, the program develops the schedule beginning
on 12/21/81.
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SCHEDULING DAYS WITH NONWORKING PERIODS

Breaks in the normal flow, such as holidays and nonworking weeks are
shown with an exclamation point (!) at the first time period following the
break, as shown in Figure 2-15. Note that the exclamation point at day 3
(Dec 31) indicates the week break from Dec. 24 through Dec. 30. The
second exclamation point at day 4 indicates the holiday on Jan 1, the
previous workday. Weekend breaks are not indicated on the schedule
with exclamation points. The schedule does not indicate the holiday on
12/25/81 because it occurs within a nonworking week.

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SCHEDULING WEEKS WITH NONWORKING PERIODS

Single nonworking days such as holidays and days off are not shown
when the time unit is weeks. A workweek is considered to be five working
days beginning on the same day of the week the project started. The five
days do not have to be in the same calendar week, as shown in Figure
2-16. In this figure, the first workweek begins on Dec. 21 and includes
the days Dec. 21, 22, 23, and 31. The second week begins on Jan 4 and
includes the four days following. The first week has only four working
days because the program ignores holidays and days off when the time
unit is weeks.

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ERROR MESSAGES

This chapter contains a list of the error messages the VisiSchedule pro-
gram issues. The more common error messages start with an E followed
by a one- or two-digit number. Each message is accompanied by a brief
description of the error condition and, when possible, the action you
should take to correct the error condition.

The Exec error and System error messages are produced by Pascal or
by IBM DOS. These messages rarely occur.

The other kind of error checking mechanism is the beep from the com-
puter when you enter an invalid character or value. If you press an
invalid key, you hear a beep.

El-Hardware error when reading
An error occurred while reading a file from disk. It is very likely that
the disk has a bad block. You should use your backup disk to load this
file. If the problem is a bad disk, make a new backup.

E2-Bad unit number
An incorrect disk drive name was issued when loading or saving a
file. Try the operation again. If the error persists, contact your dealer
or VisiCorp Customer Support.

E3-lllegal operation
Try the operation again. Consult the appropriate section of the
manual; if the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp
Customer Support.

E4-Undefined hardware error
Try the operation again. If the error persists, contact your computer
dealer or computer maintenance person.

E5-Lost unit—no longer on line
This error occurs when a disk drive is disabled after a read or write
operation is started. It will occur if you open the drive door before the
operation is completed.

E6-Lost file - no longer in directory

This error occurs when you change a disk before a read or write
operation is completed. Replace the original disk and proceed.
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E7-lllegal filename
An invalid character is probably imbedded in a file name. Repeat the
command and make sure the lile name is correct. File names can
include letters (A-Z), numbers (0-9), and underscores (__).

E8-No room —insufficient space on disk
You have too much data in your file to {it on the disk. Use a different
disk with more free space or delete some files from this disk. If you
were saving a modified file under the same name, the old file's suffix
has been changed from .DATA to .BACK. Use another VisiSchedule-
formatted disk to save the file.

E9-No unit — unit is not on line
Either the disk drive you specified with the Prefix option does not
exist, no disk is in the drive, or the drive door is open. Correct
whichever condition exists, and proceed.

E10-No such file in specified directory
You changed disks after listing the contents of the disk. Replace the
original disk. Or, you tried to write a VisiSchedule data file to an IBM
DOS-formatted disk. Insert a VisiSchedule-formatted disk.

Ell-Duplicate directory entry
The specified file name already exists on the disk. Either specity a dif-
ferent name, change disks, or delete the existing file.

E12-Attempt to open an already open file
Repeat the option. Consult the appropriate section of the manual; if
the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp Customer Support.

E13-Attempt to access a closed file
Repeat the option. Consult the appropriate section of this manual; if
the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp Customer Support.

El4-Bad input format
You are most likely trying to read a file that was not created by the
VisiSchedule program. If it is a file created with the VisiSchedule
program, contact your dealer or VisiCorp Customer Support.

E15-Ring buffer overflow
Repeat the option. Consult the appropriate section of this manual; if
the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp Customer Support.

E16-Write-protect error

This disk has a write-protect tab installed. Make sure you really want
to write on this disk before you remove the tab.
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El7-Illegal block number
Try the operation again. Consult the appropriate section of the
manual; if the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp
Customer Support.

E18-Illegal buffer
Try the operation again. Consult the appropriate section of the
manual; if the error persists, contact your dealer or VisiCorp
Customer Support.

El9-Illegal character in file name
A file name can contain only letters (A-Z), numbers (0-9), and
underscores (__). Repeat the option, and enter a valid file name.

E20-Name can’t be blank
You must enter a file name.

E21-Invalid data file
The disk you tried to use is not a VisiSchedule data disk, or the disk is
damaged.

E22-No more room in memory
You are trying to load a project file with too many jobs. The file was
probably created on a computer with more memory, or you have
taken some memory out of your computer. If you continue, memory
will be filled with as many jobs as memory can hold. You can add
more memory to your computer (see your computer dealer), or you
can combine jobs to reduce the number.

E23-Insert disk, close door and try again
Either there is not a disk in the drive, or the drive door was not closed.
Correct the condition, and try again.

E24-Can't use drive X for formatting
You tried to format a disk with the Prefix option set for drive E or F.
Change the prefix to drive B, C, or D, and format the disk in that
drive.

E25-Disk is write protected
You tried to format a disk that has a write protect tab installed. Be sure
you really want to destroy the data on this disk before you remove the
write protect tab and continue formatting.

E26-Bad diskette

You tried to format a bad disk, or the disk drive door is open. If the
door is closed, try a different disk.
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E27-Not a DOS disk
While printing a DIF file or while using the WriteDOS option, you
inserted the wrong disk when the program asked for an IBM DOS
disk. Insert the appropriate disk, and continue.

E28-Illegal character in DOS file name
You entered an illegal character for the DIF nGme option. Refer to
the DIF nOmMe option in Part II, The Reference, for the list of accept-
able file name characters. Enter a valid name, and continue.

E30-Can’t format program disk
You tried to format the VisiSchedule Program Diskette. Take the disk
out of the drive, and insert a blank disk or a disk that contains data
you no longer want to keep.

E32-Can't find filename
You inserted the wrong disk when the program asked for the
VisiSchedule data disk during a WriteDOS operation. Insert the cor-
rect disk and continue.

E51-No more room, the list is full
The number of holidays and the number of nonworking weeks is
limited to 24. You attempted to enter more. If your project does not
run an entire year, try entering the first 24 holidays or nonworking
weeks in order following the project start date.

E52-Not used if time scale is weeks
The program keeps track of holidays and nonworking days only if the
time scale is Days. Currently, your time scale is Weeks.

E53-Illegal char in file prefix
You entered a character other than B, C, D, E, or F for the Prefix
option. Enter a correct character.

E55-Project data must be loaded first
You must load a project file before you can execute the desired
option. Load a file, and continue.

E57-Illegal character in prerequisite list
A prerequisite list can contain from 1 to 9 numbers separated by
commas. Only the comma and the digits 0 through 9 are allowed. The
numbers can be from 1 to 3 digits long. Correct the list, and continue.

E58-Job x does not exist
You entered the number of job that does not exist. Enter a valid job
number.
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ES59-Job x can’t be its own prerequisite
You entered the current job number as its own prerequisite. Re-enter
the list, and exclude the current job number.

E60-Job x would create a loop
A job you entered as a prerequisite is a successor of the current job.
A job cannot be a prerequisite to itself, nor can it be both a pre-
requisite and a successor of an individual job. Re-enter the list
without this job number or correct the prerequisites of the
subject job.

E61-Job x isn't completed
You attempted to complete a job for which the prerequisites are not
all completed. If a job is completed before its prerequisites, you
should change the prerequisite list.

E62-Illegal character in decimal number
You entered a decimal number that included a character other than
the decimal point (.) and the digits 0 through 9. Re-enter the number
correctly.

E63-Too many decimal points
A decimal number can contain only one decimal point (.). Re-enter
the number correctly.

E64-Too many digits
You entered a number with more digits than the program accepts for
this value. Re-enter the number correctly.

E65-Can’t insert between completed jobs
You attempted to insert a job before a completed job. A completed
job’s prerequisites must be completed. Either uncomplete the com-
pleted job, or insert the new job in a different location.

E66-Can’t add or insert before job 0
You attempted to add or insert a job before job 0. To add or insert a
job at the top of the job list, place it after job 0 or before job 1.

E67-Erasing x gives y too many prerequisites
If you erase job x, job y will have more than 9 prerequisites. Before
you can erase job x, you must modify the prerequisites for job xor y
so the subsequent erasing of x will not give y too many prerequisites.

E68-Can't, a prereq isn't completed

You cannot complete a job until all of its prerequisites are completed.
Either complete all prerequisites, or change the prerequisite list.
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E69-Field name must be between xxx and yyy
You entered a numeric value that is not within the acceptable range.
Re-enter a value that is within the range specified in the message text.

E70-Illegal device name
You entered something other than PRINTER, REMOUT, or a disk file
name for the Filencme option. Re-enter a correct filename.

E71-Columns are wider than the printer
You selected too many columns for the Tabular Job Report. The total
number of characters in the columns cannot exceed the printer
width. Either increase the printer width, if possible, or change field
selections in the COlumMns option.

E72-Illegal character in sequence
You entered a setup sequence string that contained an illegal
character. The setup string is limited to a maximum of eight values,
separated by commas. The values must be entered as decimal
numbers in the range 0 through 255. The numbers must be separated
with commas.

E73-Can't, a successor is completed
You attempted to uncomplete a job that has a successor that is com-
pleted. You must uncomplete all of a job’s successors before you can
uncomplete the job.

E74-Can’t move a job before/after itself
You tried to move a job relative to itself. Repeat the option and specify
the job you want this job moved before or after.

E75-Not a data disk
You probably inserted a disk from another program into the data disk
drive. Remove the current disk and replace it with a VisiSchedule-
formatted disk.

E77-Too many prerequisites
You tried to enter more than nine prerequisites for a job. Specify
fewer prerequisites for the job, or create two other fictitious jobs of 0
duration, and split the prerequisites between them. Then the real job
will have the two 0 duration jobs as prerequisites.

E78-Can’t modify a completed job
You tried to modify a job that you already marked as completed.
Uncomplete the job, then modify it.

This error message is issued by the Pascal system. The n refers to one
of the conditions listed in Table A-1. The x, y, and z are the program
segment, procedure, and instruction numbers, respectively. If this
error occurs, press the space bar. The program is automatically
reloaded. Try the function you were doing again. Then consult the
appropriate section of this manual. If the problem persists, contact
your dealer or VisiCorp Customer Support.

For the special keys on the numeric key pad to function, the Num
Lock key must be in the position that disables the numerals. The Num
Lock key works like a toggle switch; each time you press the key you
alternately activate the numerals and the special keys on the numeric
key pad.

HARDWARE OPTIONS

If you will only be using an IBM 80 CPS Matrix Printer, you can skip to
“Setup Strings” later in this appendix. To set up the VisiSchedule pro-
gram to work with a serial printer, you must set options in the Com Port
menu (which is reached from the Hardware Options menu) to correspond
with your printer’s settings.

If you have never used your serial printer before, we suggest that you
use the settings listed for your printer in Table C-2. The values you enter
in the Com Port menu must correspond to the switches on your printer.
Refer to your printer manual for instructions on how to set the appro-
priate switches.

Setting Hardware Options

To reach the Hardware Options menu, load the program as explained
in Lesson One, or restart it by pressing the Ctrl-Alt-Del key sequence.

From the Startup menu, select the Hordware option. If your printer
can be connected to the parallel port, select Printer. Then, select
Parallel. If you also have a serial printer, go on to the next paragraph.
Otherwise, select Quit, accept the YES response to the prompt, Restart
system with changes?, and press the Ctrl-Alt-Del key sequence to
restart the program.

If you want to use a serial printer, select COM? to reach the Com Port
menu. Then, enter the correct values for the options according to Table
C-2. Select Quit to return to the Hardware Options menu. Then, assign
COM1 to the serial port by selecting Remout and entering COM1.,

As explained above, select Quit, enter YES, and restart the program.
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SETUP STRINGS

To enable your printer to print in special modes, such as double
spaced, compressed, or double strike, you need to enter a setup string
for the Setup option in the Printer Setup menu. Table C-3 contains com-
pressed mode setup strings (to print more characters per inch) that have
been tested successfully with the listed printers.

TO THE VISICALC PROGRAM

The DIF datc option in the Print menu provides a way to transfer man-
power and cost data from a VisiSchedule project file to a DIF™ format
file. Data in the DIF format is usable by all other VisiCorp™ programs
that accept data in the DIF format.

This special data format lets you develop your project manpower and
cost requirements with the VisiSchedule program and transfer them to
other VisiCorp programs available on the IBM Personal Computer, such
as the VisiCalc® program. Figure D-1 shows the data that is transferred to
a DIF file.

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The example in this lesson transfers cost and manpower data from a file
to a DIF file. Then, it gives directions for reading the data into the
VisiCalc program. If you do not have the VisiCalc program, you should
follow along to see the results of the transfer. If you do have the VisiCalc
product and want to do the example, you should have your VisiCalc
program diskette ready along with a data disk formatted for the
VisiCalc program.

Before the conversion can begin, you must load the project file with
the desired data into memory.

From the Main menu, select Clear.
Select LOOd, and select the LEVEL DATA project file.
Select Print. Then, select DIF daifc.

The program displays the Report Options menu. Select Skill, and enter
1. This says that you are going to transfer the data only for skill category
#1. Select DIF NnGme to specify the DIF file name. The data entry line
reads LEVEL. The initial setting for the DIF NGmMe option is always the disk
file name with .DATA changed to .DIF. Press <J to accept the current
name.

Select Print to write the data to the file named LEVEL.DIF. The data is
limited to those jobs that use skill category 1.

Follow the instructions to switch disks as they appear on the screen.
You are instructed to insert an IBM DOS disk. You can use a disk for-
matted with either IBM DOS 1.0 or 1.1. If the DOS disk has a write-

protect tab in place, be sure to remove it.
When the option is done, select Quif twice to exit the program.

Remove the VisiSchedule Program Diskette from Drive A, and insert
the VisiCalc Program Diskette. If you have never used the VisiCalc Pro-
gram Diskette, follow the instructions in the VisiCalc User’s Guide under
“Preparing the VisiCalc Program Diskette” in the Introduction. Then,
press the Ctrl-Alt-Del key combination. The VisiCalc worksheet appears
on your screen.

Type /S#L. The prompt line reads Data load: File to Load.
Type B:LEVEL.DIF. If you make a typing error, press the Esc key to

erase the error. Then, retype the remainder of the name correctly. Press
. Data load: R C or RETURN appears in the prompt line.

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Type R to load the VisiSchedule manpower and cost data by rows
across your screen. Or, you can display the same data by columns by
typing C. Now, you can manipulate the data and use it to make calcula-
tions with your VisiCalc program.

CONSIDERATIONS WHEN USING
THE VISICALC PROGRAM

The VisiCalc program uses a matrix of 63 columns by 252 rows. A
VisiSchedule DIF {ile that exceeds 63 time units must be loaded into the
VisiCalc program by columns. A file that contains more than 252 time
units exceeds the VisiCalc program capability.

EXCHANGING FILES

The information in the remainder of this appendix describes the DIF
file format and lists three sample programs in BASIC that read and write
DIF files. You need to read this information only if you want to write your
own programs to using DIF.

Further information is available through the DIF Clearinghouse,
which has been set up to coordinate and distribute information about the
DIF format. The Clearinghouse maintains and distributes the DIF
Technical Specification, which is a detailed technical description of the
DIF format, and information about the commercially available programs
that support the format.

The DIF™ Format

The DIF format stores data in a form accessible to programs other than
the VisiSchedule program. To accommodate a wide range of languages
in which such a program might be written, several simplifying tech-
niques have been used:

¢ Information about the size of the file is provided at the beginning.
¢ Records are kept as short as possible.

¢ The data type (string or number) of each value is explicitly defined.
¢ Strings are stored one per line.

e Strings that contain special characters are enclosed in quotation
marks.

e The file ends with an explicit End-Of-Data record.

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GLOSSARY

Completion date The date when all jobs in a project are finished.

Critical path The set of jobs that must be completed on schedule for the
project completion date to be met. The jobs in the critical path have no
slack time.

Deadline A date, which is separate from the scheduled start and finish,
by which a job must be completed. In the Schedule menu, the deadline is
shown with a plus sign (+). It is used only to flag an important deadline,
not for scheduling. The deadline does not affect the schedule.

DIF A standard means of storing data so that it can be accessed and
used by different programs. It allows the interchange of data between
different programs.

Duration The length of a job in time units, either days or weeks.

Earliest start A job cannot begin before this date. This is a constraint
on the schedule that you enter with the Earliest option. The initial value is
time period 0.

Early finish The earliest date on which a job can be completed. In
other words, the date the job will be finished if it starts on the early start
date.

Early start Either the earliest start date or the date when all pre-
requisites are completed, whichever is later. The job cannot begin
earlier than this date.

File A collection of related data stored on a device such as a floppy
diskette.

Free slack time The slack time for a noncritical job, which does not
affect the start of any subsequent job. Compare with total slack time.

Job A basic activity with which the VisiSchedule program operates. It
is an easily definable task.

Late finish The latest date the job can finish and not delay the project
completion date. In other words, the date on which the job will finish if it
is started at the late start date.
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Late start The latest date a job can begin without changing the comple-
tion date of the project. That is, the late start uses all the slack time
available to the job.

Leveling The process of moving jobs within their slack times to reduce
the peak manpower requirements. Leveling can be done for only one
skill category at a time.

Milestone An event, such as the start or finish of a job, on which prog-
ress of the project is measured. A milestone is an informational marker
only; it does not affect scheduling.

Noncritical job A job that has slack time. That is, its start date can be
changed, within the limits of the slack time, without changing the project
completion date.

Normal workweek The days of the week that are worked as part of a
normal schedule. In the VisiSchedule program, Monday through Friday
is assumed to be the normal work week unless changed by the user.

Pascal Pascal is both a programming language and an operating
system. The VisiSchedule program is written in this language and
operates under this operating system.

Prerequisite A job that must be finished before another job can start.

Project The major goal to be accomplished. It is broken up into
manageable jobs. Each project is stored in a file.

Scheduled start A start date established with the Schedule or Level
options. The job begins at the early start if a scheduled start date is not
created.

Skill category An occupation with a specific salary assigned to it. The
sum of salaries for a job is the total manpower cost for the job.

Slack time The flexibility within noncritical jobs that allows their start
times to be changed without affecting the project completion date. See
also free slack time and total slack time.

Slash tag The part of a job name that is separated from the rest of the
name with a slash (/). The job names can be sorted by the name proper,
or by the slash tag and the name. The slash tag is useful for sorting jobs
by departments. In this use, the slash tag would contain the number of
the department that is responsible for it.
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Start date The date at which the first job in a project begins. All
scheduling is done from this date.

Successor A job whose start depends on the completion of one or more
previous jobs called prerequisites.

Total slack time The slack time for a noncritical job, which does not

affect the completion date of the project, but does delay the start of a
subsequent noncritical job. Compare with free slack time.
