3 SAVING FILES CREATED BY OVERLAY COMMAND 
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Users may be able to avoid recompilation of large overlay 
programs by following the procedure outlined below. (The success 
of the operation will depend on the size of the two files 
produced - and the user's file storage limits). 

(a) Define the overlays, using the OVERLAY command 

example: 
.OVERLAY(0,AAA) TESTl/REL<cr> 

~OVERLAY(l,BBB) TEST2/REL(cr> 

.OVERLAY(l,CCC} TEST3/REL<cr> 

(b) Load the overlay program into core
